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Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for Ag-4

riculture, Rural Development, Food and Drug Administra-5

tion, and Related Agencies programs for fiscal year ending 6

September 30, 2025, and for other purposes, namely: 7

For necessary expenses of the Office of the Secretary, 13

$40,457,000 of which not to exceed $5,051,000 shall be 14

available for the immediate Office of the Secretary; not 15

to exceed $2,146,000 shall be available for the Office of 16

Homeland Security; not to exceed $5,190,000 shall be 17

available for the Office of Tribal Relations; not to exceed 18

$4,711,000 shall be available for the Office of Partner-19

ships and Public Engagement, of which $1,500,000 shall 20

be for 7 U.S.C. 2279(c)(5); not to exceed $16,859,000 21

shall be available for the Office of the Assistant Secretary 22

for Administration, of which $15,984,000 shall be avail-23

able for Departmental Administration to provide for nec-24

essary expenses for management support services to of-25
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fices of the Department and for general administration, 1

security, repairs and alterations, and other miscellaneous 2

supplies and expenses not otherwise provided for and nec-3

essary for the practical and efficient work of the Depart-4

ment: Provided, That funds made available by this Act to 5

an agency in the Administration mission area for salaries 6

and expenses are available to fund up to one administra-7

tive support staff for the Office; not to exceed $3,000,000 8

shall be available for the Office of Assistant Secretary for 9

Congressional Relations and Intergovernmental Affairs to 10

carry out the programs funded by this Act, including pro-11

grams involving intergovernmental affairs and liaison 12

within the executive branch; and not to exceed $3,500,000 13

shall be available for the Office of Communications: Pro-14

vided further, That the Secretary of Agriculture is author-15

ized to transfer funds appropriated for any office of the 16

Office of the Secretary to any other office of the Office 17

of the Secretary: Provided further, That no appropriation 18

for any office shall be increased or decreased by more than 19

5 percent: Provided further, That not to exceed $22,000 20

of the amount made available under this paragraph for 21

the immediate Office of the Secretary shall be available 22

for official reception and representation expenses, not oth-23

erwise provided for, as determined by the Secretary: Pro-24

vided further, That the amount made available under this 25
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heading for Departmental Administration shall be reim-1

bursed from applicable appropriations in this Act for trav-2

el expenses incident to the holding of hearings as required 3

by 5 U.S.C. 551–558: Provided further, That funds made 4

available under this heading for the Office of the Assistant 5

Secretary for Congressional Relations and Intergovern-6

mental Affairs shall be transferred to agencies of the De-7

partment of Agriculture funded by this Act to maintain 8

personnel at the agency level: Provided further, That no 9

funds made available under this heading for the Office of 10

obligated after 30 days from the date of enactment of this 12

take no action to begin implementation of the action that 18

is subject to section 716 of this Act or make any public 19

announcement of such action in any form. 20

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In fiscal year 2025, the agency is authorized to collect 1

fees to cover the total costs of providing technical assist-2

ance, goods, or services requested by States, other political 3

subdivisions, domestic and international organizations, 4

foreign governments, or individuals, provided that such 5

fees are structured such that any entity’s liability for such 6

fees is reasonably based on the technical assistance, goods, 7

or services provided to the entity by the agency, and such 8

fees shall be reimbursed to this account, to remain avail-9

able until expended, without further appropriation, for 10

providing such assistance, goods, or services. 11

this heading, $9,000,000, to remain available until ex-20

pended, shall be to carry out section 12513 of Public Law 21

115–334, of which $7,000,000 shall be for dairy business 22

innovation initiatives established in Public Law 116–6 and 23

the Secretary shall take measures to ensure an equal dis-24

tribution of funds between these three regional innovation 25
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initiatives: Provided further, That this appropriation shall 1

be available pursuant to law (7 U.S.C. 2250) for the alter-2

ation and repair of buildings and improvements, but the 3

cost of altering any one building during the fiscal year 4

shall not exceed 10 percent of the current replacement 5

value of the building.

LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES 13

Not to exceed $62,596,000 (from fees collected) shall 14

be obligated during the current fiscal year for administra-15

tive expenses: Provided, That if crop size is understated 16

and/or other uncontrollable events occur, the agency may 17

exceed this limitation by up to 10 percent with notification 18

to the Committees on Appropriations of both Houses of 19

Congress. 20

FUNDS FOR STRENGTHENING MARKETS, INCOME, AND 21

(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS) 23

Funds available under section 32 of the Act of Au-24

$22,701,000 for formulation and administration of mar-6

keting agreements and orders pursuant to the Agricultural 7

Marketing Agreement Act of 1937 and the Agricultural 8

Act of 1961 (Public Law 87–128). 9

PAYMENTS TO STATES AND POSSESSIONS 10

For payments to departments of agriculture, bureaus 11

and departments of markets, and similar agencies for 12

marketing activities under section 204(b) of the Agricul-13

tural Marketing Act of 1946 (7 U.S.C. 1623(b)), 14

$1,000,000. 15

LIMITATION ON INSPECTION AND WEIGHING SERVICES 16

EXPENSES 17

Not to exceed $55,000,000 (from fees collected) shall 18

be obligated during the current fiscal year for inspection 19

and weighing services: Provided, That if grain export ac-20

tivities require additional supervision and oversight, or 21

other uncontrollable factors occur, this limitation may be 22

exceeded by up to 10 percent with notification to the Com-23

mittees on Appropriations of both Houses of Congress.

livery, and implementation of financial, administrative, 7

and information technology services, and other systems of 8

the National Finance Center or to pay any unforeseen, 9

extraordinary cost of the National Finance Center: Pro-10

No funds appropriated by this Act may be 1

used to pay negotiated indirect cost rates on cooperative 2

agreements or similar arrangements between the United 3

States Department of Agriculture and nonprofit institu-4

tions in excess of 10 percent of the total direct cost of 5

the agreement when the purpose of such cooperative ar-6

rangements is to carry out programs of mutual interest 7

between the two parties.

SEC. 767. The agencies and offices of the Depart-3

ment of Agriculture may reimburse the Office of the Gen-4

eral Counsel (OGC), out of the funds provided in this Act, 5

for costs incurred by OGC in providing services to such 6

agencies or offices under time-limited agreements entered 7

into with such agencies and offices: Provided, That such 8

transfer authority is in addition to any other transfer au-9

thority provided by law.
