(3) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE.—On the request of
an Indian Tribe, the Secretary may provide technical
assistance to the Indian Tribe, of the Indian Tribe
contracts with and compensates the Secretary for the
technical assistance relating to—

(A) any study, engineering activity, and de-
sign actwity for construction carried out by the

Indian Tribe under this section; and
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(B) expeditiously obtaining any permits
necessary for the eligible project.

(e) CoST SHARE.—Nothing in this section affects the
cost-sharing requirement applicable on the day before the
date of enactment of this Act to an eligible project carried
out under this section.

(f) IMPLEMENTATION GUIDANCE.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 120 days after
the date of enactment of this Act, the Secretary shall
wssue guidance for the implementation of the pilot
program under this section that, to the extent prac-
ticable, identifies—

(A) the metrics for measuring the success of
the pilot program;

(B) a process for identifying future eligible
projects to participate in the pilot program;

(C) measures to address the risks of an In-
dian Tribe constructing eligible projects under
the pilot program, including which entity bears
the risk for eligible projects that fail to meet
Corps of Engineers standards for design or qual-
wty;

(D) the laws and regulations that an In-
dian Tribe must follow in carrying out an eligi-

ble project under the pilot program; and
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(E) which entity bears the risk in the event

that an eligible project carried out under the

pilot program fails to be carried out in accord-

ance with the project authorization or this sec-
tion.

MENTS.—The Secretary may not enter into a project
partnership agreement under this section wuntil the
date on which the Secretary issues the guidance under
paragraph (1).

Kansas.
SEC. 341. REND LAKE, CARLYLE LAKE, AND LAKE SHELBY-
VILLE, ILLINOIS.

SEC. 342. DELAWARE COASTAL SYSTEM PROGRAM.

(a) PURPOSE.—The purpose of this section is to pro-

1ty with respect to activities carried out, on or
after the date of the conveyance, on the real
property conveyed.

(B) FEDERAL RESPONSIBILITY.—The

United States shall remain responsible for any

liability with respect to activities carried out be-
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Jore the date of conveyance on the real property

conveyed.

(5) ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS.—The
Secretary may require that any conveyance under
this section be subject to such additional terms and
conditions as the Secretary considers necessary and
appropriate to protect the interests of the United
States.

(b) DILLARD ROAD, INDIANA.—

(1) CONVEYANCE AUTHORIZED.—The Secretary
shall convey to the State of Indiana all right, title,
and interest of the Unated States, together with any
vmprovements on the land, in and to the property de-
scribed in paragraph (2).
