SEC. 101. IMPOSITION OF TAX ON NET VALUE OF ASSETS. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Internal Revenue Code of 3

1986 is amended by inserting after subtitle B the fol-4

lowing new subtitle: 5
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‘‘Subtitle B-1—Wealth Tax 1

‘‘CHAPTER 18—DETERMINATION OF WEALTH TAX 

‘‘CHAPTER 18—DETERMINATION OF 2

WEALTH TAX 3

‘‘Sec. 2901. Imposition of tax. 

‘‘Sec. 2902. Net value of assets. 

‘‘Sec. 2903. Special rules. 

‘‘Sec. 2904. Administrative provisions. 

‘‘SEC. 2901. IMPOSITION OF TAX. 4

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—In the case of an applicable tax-5

payer, there is hereby imposed a tax computed equal to 6

5 percent of the net value of assets held by the taxpayer 7

for the calendar year. 8

‘‘(b) APPLICABLE TAXPAYER.— 9

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of this chap-10

ter, the term ‘applicable taxpayer’ means any indi-11

vidual or trust if the net value of all assets held by 12

the taxpayer for the calendar year exceeds 13

$1,000,000,000. 14

‘‘(2) INFLATION ADJUSTMENT.— 15

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any cal-16

endar year after 2026, the $1,000,000,000 17

amount under paragraph (1) shall be increased 18

by an amount equal to— 19

‘‘(i) such dollar amount, multiplied by 20

‘‘(ii) the cost-of-living adjustment de-21

termined under section 1(f)(3) for the cal-22
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endar year in which the taxable year be-1

gins, determined by substituting in sub-2

paragraph (A)(ii) thereof ‘calendar year 3

2025’ for ‘calendar year 2016’. 4

‘‘(B) ROUNDING.—If any amount as ad-5

justed under subparagraph (A) is not a multiple 6

of $1,000,000, such dollar amount shall be 7

rounded to the next lowest multiple of 8

$1,000,000. 9

‘‘(c) TREATMENT OF MARRIED INDIVIDUALS.—For 10

purposes of this section, individuals who are married (as 11

defined in section 7703) shall be treated as one taxpayer. 12

‘‘SEC. 2902. NET VALUE OF ASSETS. 13

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—The net value of assets held by 14

an applicable taxpayer for any calendar year shall be the 15

excess of— 16

‘‘(1) the value of all property of the taxpayer, 17

real or personal, tangible or intangible, wherever sit-18

uated, on the last day of such calendar year (com-19

puted without regard to any debt owed by the tax-20

payer and secured by the property), over 21

‘‘(2) the amount of any debt owed by the tax-22

payer on the last day of such calendar year. 23

‘‘(b) INCLUSION OF PROPERTY OF RELATED CHIL-24

DREN.—For purposes of this subtitle, any property of an 25
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individual who is a child of the taxpayer (as defined in 1

section 152(f)(1)) and has not attained the age of 18 shall 2

be treated as property held by the taxpayer for any cal-3

endar year before the year in which such individual attains 4

the age of 18. 5

‘‘(c) ESTABLISHMENT OF VALUATION RULES.— 6

‘‘(1) AUTHORITY OF SECRETARY.—The Sec-7

retary shall establish rules and methods for deter-8

mining the value of any asset for purposes of this 9

subtitle. 10

‘‘(2) GENERAL RULES.—Except as otherwise 11

provided in this paragraph, the rules and methods 12

established under paragraph (1) may be similar to 13

the rules of part III of subchapter A of chapter 11 14

(other than the rules of sections 2031(c), 2032A, 15

2035, and 2044). 16

‘‘(3) RULES FOR ASSETS THE VALUE OF WHICH 17

IS NOT READILY ASCERTAINABLE.— 18

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any 19

property the value of which is not readily ascer-20

tainable, the Secretary may allow the taxpayer 21

to elect to use a value which is equal to the 22

most recent readily ascertainable value of such 23

property increased by an average rate of appre-24

ciation applicable to assets of a similar class. 25
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‘‘(B) LIMITATION.—The Secretary may 1

not allow a taxpayer to make an election under 2

this paragraph for any calendar year if the tax-3

payer made an election under this paragraph 4

for the preceding calendar year. 5

‘‘SEC. 2903. SPECIAL RULES. 6

‘‘(a) DECEASED INDIVIDUALS.—In the case of any 7

individual who dies during a calendar year— 8

‘‘(1) section 2901 shall be applied as if the cal-9

endar year ended on the day of the individual’s 10

death, and 11

‘‘(2) the amount of the tax imposed under such 12

section shall be reduced by an amount which bears 13

the same ratio to such amount (determined without 14

regard to this subsection) as— 15

‘‘(A) the number of days in the calendar 16

year after the date of the individual’s death, 17

bears to 18

‘‘(B) 365. 19

‘‘(b) TRUSTS.— 20

‘‘(1) GRANTOR TRUSTS.—If a grantor or an-21

other person is treated as the owner of any portion 22

of a trust under subpart E of part I of subchapter 23

J of chapter 1, then the grantor or such other per-24

son shall be treated as holding that portion of the 25
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assets of such trust, and any remaining portion shall 1

be subject to tax as provided in section 2901. 2

‘‘(2) INCOMPLETE GIFTS.—In the case of any 3

person who makes a transfer of property to a trust 4

which is not treated as a gift for purposes of chapter 5

11, the portion of such trust attributable to such 6

property shall be treated as the property of the per-7

son making the transfer and not the property of 8

such trust. 9

‘‘(3) AGGREGATION RULES.—The rules of sec-10

tion 643(f) shall apply for purposes of this subtitle. 11

‘‘(c) APPLICATION TO NONRESIDENTS.— 12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any taxpayer 13

who is a non resident and not a citizen of the United 14

States, section 2901(a) shall be applied by sub-15

stituting ‘net value of domestic assets’ for ‘net value 16

of all assets’. 17

‘‘(2) NET VALUE OF DOMESTIC ASSETS.—For 18

purposes of this subtitle, the term ‘net value of do-19

mestic assets’ means— 20

‘‘(A) the value of all property of the tax-21

payer, real or personal, tangible or intangible, 22

situated in the United States (determined under 23

rules similar to the rules under subchapter B of 24

chapter 11), on the last day of such calendar 25
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year (computed without regard to any debt 1

owed by the taxpayer and secured by the prop-2

erty), over 3

‘‘(B) the amount of any debt owed by the 4

taxpayer and secured by assets described in 5

subparagraph (A), determined as of the last 6

day of such calendar year. 7

‘‘(3) TREATMENT OF MARRIED INDIVIDUALS.— 8

In the case of married individuals, this subsection 9

shall only apply if both individuals are non residents 10

and not citizens of the United States. 11

‘‘(d) APPLICATION TO COVERED EXPATRIATES.— 12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—In the case of an applicable 13

taxpayer who is a covered expatriate the expatriation 14

date of which occurs during the calendar year— 15

‘‘(A) section 2901 shall be applied as if the 16

calendar year ended on the day before the expa-17

triation, and 18

‘‘(B) the rate of tax under 2901(a) for 19

such calendar year shall be 60 percent. 20

‘‘(2) COVERED EXPATRIATE; EXPATRIATION 21

DATE.—For purposes of this subsection— 22

‘‘(A) COVERED EXPATRIATE.—The term 23

‘covered expatriate’ has the meaning given such 24

term under section 877A, except that in the 25
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case of married individuals, such taxpayer shall 1

be treated as a covered expatriate only if nei-2

ther individual is a United States citizen or 3

lawful permanent resident of the United States 4

(within the meaning of section 7701(b)(6)). 5

‘‘(B) EXPATRIATION DATE.—The term ‘ex-6

patriation date’ has the meaning given such 7

term under section 877A(g)(3). 8

‘‘SEC. 2904. ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS. 9

‘‘(a) WEALTH REGISTRY.—The Secretary shall es-10

tablish a registry of ownership for assets taken into ac-11

count under section 2902(a)(1), including publicly traded 12

securities, digital assets, shares of closely held businesses, 13

and real estate within the United States. For purposes of 14

establishing and maintaining the registry under the pre-15

ceding sentence, the Secretary shall— 16

‘‘(1) rely on existing sources of information, in-17

cluding central depositories for securities and State, 18

local, and foreign real property records; and 19

‘‘(2) require timely reporting of newly acquired 20

assets in conjunction with information required 21

under existing information reporting requirements. 22

‘‘(b) INFORMATION REPORTING.— 23
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‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary shall by reg-1

ulations require the reporting of information con-2

cerning the value of assets, including— 3

‘‘(A) the value of any accounts which pay 4

interest reportable under section 6049, 5

‘‘(B) the value of publicly traded stock 6

with respect to which dividends are reported 7

under section 6042, 8

‘‘(C) the value of any applicable privately 9

held business, 10

‘‘(D) the value of any assets held through 11

mutual funds or brokerage accounts, 12

‘‘(E) the value of any assets held in eligible 13

retirement plans (as defined in section 14

402(c)(8)(B)), and 15

‘‘(F) such other assets as the Secretary de-16

termines is appropriate. 17

‘‘(2) METHOD OF REPORTING.—The Secretary 18

shall, where appropriate, require the reporting made 19

under paragraph (1) to be made as a part of exist-20

ing income reporting requirements. 21

‘‘(3) APPLICABLE PRIVATELY HELD BUSI-22

NESS.—For purposes of this subsection, the term 23

‘applicable privately held business’ means any trade 24

or businesses— 25
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‘‘(A) which does not meet the gross re-1

ceipts test under section 448(c) for the taxable 2

year ending with or within the calendar year, 3

‘‘(B) in which an individual who was an 4

applicable taxpayer (other than a covered expa-5

triate, as defined in section 2903(d)(2)) for the 6

preceding calendar year holds (directly or indi-7

rectly) 5 percent or more of the ownership in-8

terests (by value), and 9

‘‘(C) to which paragraph (1)(B) does not 10

apply. 11

‘‘(c) TIME FOR PAYMENT OF TAX.—The due date for 12

returns with respect to the tax imposed under this subtitle 13

shall be not later than the latest due date for which a 14

return of tax under subtitle A would be due if the tax-15

payer’s taxable year ended on December 31 and the tax-16

payer owed tax for such taxable year.’’. 17

(b) NO DEDUCTION FROM INCOME TAXES.—Section 18

275 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is amended by 19

inserting after paragraph (6) the following new paragraph: 20

(a) STANDARD.—The Secretary of the Treasury shall 15

audit not less than 50 percent of taxpayers required to 16

pay the tax imposed under section 2901 of the Internal 17

Revenue Code of 1986 (as added by section 101) in each 18

calendar year. 19

(b) FUNDING.—There is hereby appropriated to each 20

fiscal year ending after the date of the enactment of this 21

Act, out of any moneys in the Treasury not otherwise ap-22

propriated, amounts equivalent to 1 percent of the reve-23

nues attributable to the tax imposed under section 2901 24

of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (as added by section 25
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101) for necessary expenses for enforcement activities of 1

the Internal Revenue Service to determine and collect 2

taxes owed under such section. 3

(b) DENTAL AND ORAL HEALTH SERVICES DE-24

FINED.—Section 1861 of the Social Security Act (42 25
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U.S.C. 1395x) is amended by adding at the end the fol-1

lowing new subsection: 2

‘‘(ooo) DENTAL AND ORAL HEALTH SERVICES.— 3

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-4

graph (2), the term ‘dental and oral health services’ 5

means the following items and services that are fur-6

nished by a doctor of dental surgery or of dental 7

medicine (as described in subsection (r)(2)) or an 8

oral health professional (as defined in paragraph 9

2027, in the case of dentures): 11

‘‘(A) PREVENTIVE AND SCREENING SERV-12

ICES.—Preventive and screening services, in-13

cluding oral exams, dental cleanings, dental x- 14

rays, and fluoride treatments.

SEC. 701. PURPOSES. 6

The purposes of this title are to— 7

(1) ensure public elementary and secondary 8

school teachers earn a livable and competitive salary 9

that— 10

(A) includes a starting annual base salary 11

of not less than $60,000; and 12

(B) increases regularly throughout a teach-13

er’s career; 14

(2) increase Federal investments in public 15

schools; and 16

(3) call upon States and local governments to 17

increase investments in public education in order to 18

ensure that every public school student is taught by 19

a qualified teacher. 20

SEC. 702. DEFINITIONS. 21

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this title: 22

(1) ESEA TERMS.—The terms ‘‘elementary 23

(2) ANNUAL ADJUSTMENT PERCENTAGE.—The 3

term ‘‘annual adjustment percentage’’, with respect 4

to a fiscal year, means a percentage equal to the es-5

timated percentage change in the Consumer Price 6

Index, as determined by the Secretary, for the most 7

recent calendar year ending prior to the beginning of 8

such fiscal year. 9

(3) ANNUAL BASE SALARY.—The term ‘‘annual 10

base salary’’— 11

(A) means the base salary, calculated as 12

an annual rate of pay, of a full-time teacher; 13

and 14

(B) excludes— 15

(i) any additional compensation 16

earned by the teacher for taking on addi-17

tional responsibilities (such as coaching or 18

teaching during the summer or after 19

school); and 20

(ii) bonuses, stipends, and awards. 21

(4) AVERAGE TEACHER SALARY BASELINES.— 22

The term ‘‘average teacher salary baselines’’ means, 23

for each of the following years of service as teachers, 24

the average annual base salaries of all full-time 25
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teachers employed by local educational agencies in 1

the State: 2

(A) 0 years, or starting teacher salaries. 3

(B) 3 years. 4

(C) 5 years. 5

(D) 10 years. 6

(E) 15 years. 7

(F) 20 years. 8

(G) 25 years. 9

(5) CONSUMER PRICE INDEX.—The term ‘‘Con-10

sumer Price Index’’ has the meaning given the term 11

in section 478(f) of the Higher Education Act of 12

1965 (20 U.S.C. 1087rr(f)). 13

(6) MINIMUM SALARY FOR TEACHERS.—The 14

term ‘‘minimum salary for teachers’’ means an 15

amount, determined by the State, that all full-time 16

teachers employed by a local educational agency are, 17

at a minimum, required by the State to be com-18

pensated by such agency as their annual base salary, 19

and which— 20

(A) for teachers in their first year of 21

teaching, shall be an annual rate of pay that is 22

not less than the amount described in sub-23

section (b); and 24
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(B) for teachers with more than 2 years of 1

experience, shall be an annual rate of pay 2

that— 3

(i) is greater than the amount de-4

scribed in subsection (b); and 5

(ii) increases as the experience of a 6

teacher increases. 7

(7) SECRETARY.—The term ‘‘Secretary’’ means 8

the Secretary of Education. 9

(8) TEACHER.—The term ‘‘teacher’’ means— 10

(A) an employee of a local educational 11

agency— 12

(i) with a primary duty of teaching 13

and who is employed and engaged in teach-14

ing in a public elementary school or sec-15

ondary school served by such agency and is 16

not a substitute teacher; 17

(ii) who fully meets all applicable pub-18

lic elementary school or secondary school 19

teacher certification and licensure require-20

ments of the State in which the school is 21

located; and 22

(iii) if the teacher is a special edu-23

cation teacher, who meets the qualifica-24

tions described in section 612(a)(14)(C) of 25
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the Individuals with Disabilities Education 1

Act; and 2

(B) other full-time public elementary 3

school or secondary school personnel employed 4

by a local educational agency whose annual 5

base salary is determined in accordance with 6

such agency’s salary schedule or system for a 7

full-time teacher. 8

(b) SPECIAL RULES.— 9

(1) IN GENERAL.—For each fiscal year, the 10

amount described in subsection (a)(6)(A) shall be 11

determined under this subsection. 12

(2) FISCAL YEARS 2027 THROUGH 2031.—For 13

each of fiscal years 2027 through 2031, the amount 14

described in subsection (a)(6)(A) is $60,000.

(A) for fiscal year 2027, $14,500,000,000; 20

and 21

(B) for each succeeding fiscal year, the 22

amount appropriated under this section for the 23

preceding fiscal year, increased by the annual 24

adjustment percentage. 25
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(b) PROGRAM AUTHORIZED.— 1

(1) IN GENERAL.—From amounts made avail-2

able to carry out this section, and after making the 3

reservations described in paragraph (2), the Sec-4

retary shall award grants, through allotments de-5

scribed in paragraph (3), to States to enable States 6

to guarantee that all teachers employed by local edu-7

cational agencies in the State are compensated with 8

a livable and competitive salary, which shall be an 9

amount that— 10

(A) is at least the minimum salary for 11

teachers; 12

(B) increases throughout each teacher’s 13

career; and 14

(C) is, to the greatest extent practicable, 15

commensurate with annual salaries for college- 16

educated and similarly experienced professionals 17

in the region in which such agencies are lo-18

cated, as determined in accordance with proce-19

dures and requirements established by the Sec-20

retary. 21

(2) RESERVATIONS.— 22

(A) IN GENERAL.—From the amount ap-23

propriated under subsection (a) for a fiscal 24

year, the Secretary shall reserve— 25
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(i) one-half of 1 percent for allotments 1

for payments to the outlying areas, to be 2

distributed among those outlying areas on 3

the basis of their relative need, as deter-4

mined by the Secretary, to ensure that 5

teachers are paid a livable and competitive 6

salary, in accordance with the purposes of 7

this title; 8

(ii) one-half of 1 percent for the Sec-9

retary of the Interior to be allocated by the 10

Director of the Bureau of Indian Edu-11

cation for programs or activities operated 12

or funded by the Bureau for Bureau-fund-13

ed schools (as defined in section 1141 of 14

the Education Amendments of 1978 (25 15

U.S.C. 2021)) to ensure teachers are paid 16

a livable and competitive salary, in accord-17

ance with the purposes of this title; and 18

(iii) 1 percent for program adminis-19

tration, technical assistance, and data col-20

lection for the program under this section. 21

(B) SPECIAL RULE.—Notwithstanding any 22

other provision of this title, the requirements of 23

this section and section 702 shall not apply to 24

recipients described in clause (i) and (ii) of sub-25
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paragraph (A), except that such recipients shall 1

use funds described in this paragraph to ensure 2

that teachers are paid a livable and competitive 3

salary. 4

(3) ALLOTMENTS.— 5

(A) IN GENERAL.—After making the res-6

ervations under paragraph (2), the Secretary 7

shall allot 50 percent of the remaining amount 8

appropriated under subsection (a) in accordance 9

with subparagraph (B) and allot the other 50 10

percent of such remaining amount in accord-11

ance with subparagraph (C). 12

(B) TARGETED FORMULA.—From an 13

amount equal to 50 percent of the amounts ap-14

propriated under subsection (a) and remaining 15

after the reservations of funds under paragraph 16

(2) (referred to in this section as the ‘‘targeted 17

formula amounts’’), the Secretary shall allot to 18

each State having a plan approved by the Sec-19

retary under subsection (d) an amount that 20

bears the same relationship to such targeted 21

formula amounts as the total amount that local 22

educational agencies in the State received under 23

section 1125 of the Elementary and Secondary 24

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6335) for 25
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the preceding fiscal year bears to the amount 1

all local educational agencies in all States re-2

ceived under such section for the preceding fis-3

cal year. 4

(C) EFIG FORMULA.—From an amount 5

equal to 50 percent of the amounts appro-6

priated under subsection (a) and remaining 7

after the reservations of funds under paragraph 8

(2) (referred to in this section as the ‘‘EFIG 9

formula amounts’’), the Secretary shall allot to 10

each State having a plan approved by the Sec-11

retary under subsection (d) an amount that 12

bears the same relationship to such EFIG for-13

mula amounts as the amount the State received 14

under section 1125A of the Elementary and 15

Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 16

20 U.S.C. 6337) for the preceding fiscal year 17

bears to the amount all States received under 18

such section for the preceding fiscal year. 19

(D) FINAL ALLOTMENTS.—For the pur-20

poses of this section, a State’s allotment shall 21

be the sum of a State’s allotments calculated 22

under subparagraph (B) and subparagraph (C). 23

(c) IMPROVING TEACHER SALARIES.— 24
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(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (3), a 1

State that receives an allotment under this section 2

shall ensure that the annual base salary of a full- 3

time teacher employed by a local educational agency 4

in the State is an amount that— 5

(A) is at least the minimum salary for 6

teachers; 7

(B) increases throughout each teacher’s 8

career; and 9

(C) is, to the greatest extent practicable, 10

commensurate with annual salaries for college- 11

educated and similarly experienced professionals 12

in the region in which such agencies are lo-13

cated, as determined in accordance with proce-14

dures and requirements established by the Sec-15

retary. 16

(2) COMPLIANCE.—To comply with paragraph 17

(1), a State shall adopt one or more of the following 18

laws or policies to ensure that every full-time teacher 19

employed by a local educational agency in the State 20

receives an annual base salary that is not less than 21

the minimum salary for teachers: 22

(A) A statewide salary schedule that en-23

sures that the salary of every full-time teacher 24
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employed by a local educational agency in the 1

State is— 2

(i) an amount not less than the min-3

imum salary for teachers established by 4

the State under subsection (d)(1)(A); and 5

(ii) increases as the experience of a 6

teacher increases. 7

(B) A statewide minimum annual base sal-8

ary for teachers who are in their first year of 9

teaching that not less than the minimum salary 10

for teachers established by the State under sub-11

section (d)(1)(A). 12

(C) A State law to increase salaries for 13

teachers. 14

(3) TIMING.—The Secretary shall ensure that, 15

not later than 3 years after a State receives an allot-16

ment under this section, each such State meets the 17

teacher salary requirements described in paragraph 18

(1).

(d) STATE PLAN.— 20

(1) IN GENERAL.—In order to receive an allot-21

ment under subsection (b)(3), a State shall submit 22

a State plan to the Secretary at such time, in such 23

manner, and containing such information as the Sec-24

include, at a minimum each of the following: 2

(I) increase average class sizes or 24

student to full-time equivalent teacher 25

(II) reduce planning time; or 3

(III) require teachers to teach 4

additional classes. 5

(C) An identification, with respect to the 6

average teacher salary baselines in the most re-7

cent fiscal year, of the statewide average and 8

the average in each local educational agency in 9

the State. 10

(D) An identification of the number and 11

percentage of teachers employed by local edu-12

cational agencies in the State who earn a salary 13

of less than $60,000 annually, disaggregated by 14

each period of service specified in the average 15

teacher salary baselines, across the State and in 16

each such local educational agency. 17

(E) A description of the State’s plan to 18

comply with the equitable distribution of teach-19

ers requirement under section 1111(g)(1)(B) of 20

the Elementary and Secondary Education Act 21

of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6311(g)(1)(B)). 22

(2) PUBLIC COMMENT.—Each State shall make 23

the State plan publicly available for public comment 24

for a period of not less than 30 days, by electronic 25
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means and in an easily accessible format, prior to 1

submission to the Secretary for approval under this 2

subsection. Upon submission, the State plan shall in-3

clude a summary of the comments submitted to the 4

Secretary, with a description of how the State ad-5

dressed the comments, and make such summary 6

with description publicly available on the website of 7

the State educational agency. 8

(e) STATE USE OF FUNDS.—Each State that receives 9

an allotment under subsection (b) shall— 10

(1) reserve not more than 1 percent of the 11

amounts allotted to the State under subsection 12

(b)(3)(D) to provide technical assistance and con-13

duct monitoring to ensure that all local educational 14

agencies meet the requirements described in sub-15

section (c); 16

(2) reserve not more than 4 percent of the 17

amounts allotted to the State under subsection 18

(b)(3)(D) to conduct statewide efforts to— 19

(A) increase teacher compensation across 20

the State in accordance with in subsection (c); 21

(B) identify and reform policies and prac-22

tices at the State, local educational agency, and 23

school-level to promote excellent teaching for all 24
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students, particularly subgroups of students; 1

and 2

(C) address structural and organizational 3

challenges in the teaching profession, in order 4

to— 5

(i) raise the standards, status, and 6

salaries of the teaching profession; and 7

(ii) attract and retain promising and 8

talented young people to teaching; and 9

(3) from the amounts allotted to the State 10

under subsection (b)(3)(D) that are remaining after 11

reserving amounts under paragraphs (1) and (2), al-12

locate— 13

(A) 50 percent of such remaining amounts 14

to local educational agencies in the State in ac-15

cordance with the targeted formula described in 16

section 1125(b) of the Elementary and Sec-17

ondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 18

6335(b)); and 19

(B) 50 percent of such remaining amounts 20

to local educational agencies in the State in ac-21

cordance with the formula described in section 22

1125A(d) of the Elementary and Secondary 23

Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6337(d)). 24
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(f) REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.—Not later than 1 1

year after receiving an allotment under this section and 2

annually thereafter, a State that receives an allotment 3

under this section shall submit a report to the Secretary 4

and publish such report in a clear and easily accessible 5

format on the website of the State. Such report shall con-6

tain any information required by the Secretary and in-7

clude, at a minimum— 8

(1) data on the average teacher salary baselines 9

for the previous fiscal year, disaggregated by the 10

statewide average and the average in each local edu-11

cational agency in the State; 12

(2) updated data on the number of teachers 13

employed by local educational agencies in the State 14

who earn less than the minimum salary for teachers, 15

disaggregated by each period of service described in 16

section 702(a)(4), across the State and employed by 17

each local educational agency; 18

(3) a description of the actions the State edu-19

cational agency will take in the next fiscal year to 20

support local educational agencies described in para-21

graph (2) in decreasing the number of teachers em-22

ployed by such agencies who earn less than the min-23

imum salary for teachers; 24
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(4) a description of actions taken by the State 1

to increase the State’s per-pupil expenditures or the 2

aggregate expenditures of the State with respect to 3

the provision of free public education in the State, 4

in a manner that— 5

(A) supports local educational agencies in 6

increasing salaries or wages for teachers, para-7

professionals, specialized instructional support 8

personnel, classified school employees, prin-9

cipals, other school leaders, school librarians, 10

school bus drivers, and other staff across their 11

careers, including through providing increased 12

resources to local educational agencies; and 13

(B) does not— 14

(i) increase average class sizes or stu-15

dent to full-time equivalent teacher ratios 16

at the State, local educational agency, or 17

school level; 18

(ii) reduce planning time; or 19

(iii) require teachers to teach addi-20

tional classes; and 21

(5) a description of how the State improved the 22

equitable distribution of teachers in such fiscal year, 23

SEC. 704. COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AND RELATED RULES. 3

(a) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION FOR COLLECTIVE BAR-4

GAINING.— 5

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), 6

nothing in section 703 shall be construed to alter or 7

otherwise affect the rights, remedies, and procedures 8

afforded to school or local educational agency em-9

ployees under Federal, State, or local laws (including 10

applicable regulations or court orders) or under the 11

terms of collective bargaining agreements, memo-12

randa of understanding, or other agreements be-13

tween such employers and their employees. 14

(2) COMPLIANCE.—Paragraph (1) shall not be 15

construed to exempt a State, local educational agen-16

cy, or school from complying with section 703 or 17

from negotiating in compliance with State labor laws 18

to comply with section 703. 19

(b) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION FOR ADDITIONAL PAY 20

OR OTHER SALARY AUGMENTING SYSTEMS.—Nothing in 21

section 703 shall be construed to prevent States or local 22

educational agencies from supplementing the annual base 23

salary of teachers or other staff employed by such agen-24

cies— 25
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(1) for additional skills, knowledge, duties, and 1

responsibilities; 2

(2) by salary systems that increase teachers’ 3

compensation through supplemental pay that is not 4

part of an annual base salary; or 5

(3) through the provision of bonuses, stipends, 6

or awards. 7

SEC. 801. HCBS IMPROVEMENT PLANNING GRANTS. 13

(a) FUNDING.— 14

(1) IN GENERAL.—In addition to amounts oth-15

erwise available, there is appropriated to the Sec-16

retary for fiscal year 2027, out of any money in the 17

Treasury not otherwise appropriated, $130,000,000, 18

to remain available until expended, for carrying out 19

this section. 20

(2) TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE AND GUIDANCE.— 21

In addition to amounts otherwise available, there is 22

appropriated to the Secretary for fiscal year 2027, 23

out of any money in the Treasury not otherwise ap-24

propriated, $5,000,000, to remain available until ex-25
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pended, for purposes of issuing guidance and pro-1

viding technical assistance to States intending to 2

apply for, or which are awarded, a planning grant 3

under this section, and for other administrative ex-4

penses related to awarding planning grants under 5

this section. 6

(b) AWARD AND USE OF GRANTS.— 7

(1) DEADLINE FOR AWARD OF GRANTS.—From 8

the amount appropriated under subsection (a)(1), 9

the Secretary, not later than 12 months after the 10

date of enactment of this Act, shall solicit State re-11

quests for HCBS improvement planning grants and 12

award such grants to all States that meet such re-13

quirements as determined by the Secretary. 14

(2) USE OF FUNDS.—Subject to paragraph (3), 15

a State awarded a planning grant under this section 16

shall use the grant to carry out planning activities 17

for purposes of developing and submitting to the 18

Secretary an HCBS improvement plan for the State 19

that meets the requirements of subsection (c). A 20

State may use planning grant funds to support ac-21

tivities related to the implementation of the HCBS 22

improvement plan for the State. 23

(3) LIMITATION ON USE OF FUNDS.—None of 24

the funds awarded to a State under this section may 25
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be used by a State as the source of the non-Federal 1

share of expenditures under the State Medicaid pro-2

gram. 3

(c) HCBS IMPROVEMENT PLAN REQUIREMENTS.— 4

(1) CONTENT.—The Secretary shall define the 5

content requirements for an HCBS improvement 6

plan, which, at minimum, shall include an assess-7

ment of access barriers to home and community- 8

based services and the availability (as defined by the 9

Secretary) of such services in the State, a descrip-10

tion of Medicaid payment rates for such services, a 11

description of the current workforce of direct care 12

workers, the percentage of expenditures made by the 13

State for long-term services and supports that are 14

for home and community-based services, and a de-15

scription of how the State will meet the require-16

ments of the HCBS Improvement Program. 17

(2) SUBMISSION; APPROVAL; AMENDMENTS.— 18

Not later than 24 months after the date on which 19

a State is awarded a planning grant under this sec-20

tion, the State shall submit an HCBS improvement 21

plan for approval by the Secretary, along with assur-22

ances by the State that the State will implement the 23

plan in accordance with the requirements of the 24

HCBS Improvement Program. The Secretary shall 25
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approve the HCBS improvement plan for a State 1

after the plan and such assurances are submitted to 2

the Secretary for approval and the Secretary deter-3

mines the plan meets the requirements of this sub-4

section. A State may amend its HCBS improvement 5

plan, subject to the approval of the Secretary that 6

the plan as so amended meets the requirements of 7

this subsection. 8

(d) DEFINITIONS.—In this part: 9

(1) DIRECT CARE WORKER.—The term ‘‘direct 10

care worker’’ means, with respect to a State, any of 11

the following individuals who are paid to provide di-12

rectly to Medicaid eligible individuals home and com-13

munity-based services available under the State 14

Medicaid program: 15

(A) A registered nurse, licensed practical 16

nurse, nurse practitioner, or clinical nurse spe-17

cialist, or a licensed nursing assistant who pro-18

vides such services under the supervision of a 19

registered nurse, licensed practical nurse, nurse 20

practitioner, or clinical nurse specialist. 21

(B) A direct support professional. 22

(C) A personal care attendant. 23

(D) A home health aide. 24
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(E) Any other paid health care profes-1

sional or worker determined to be appropriate 2

by the State and approved by the Secretary. 3

(2) HCBS IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM.—The term 4

‘‘HCBS Improvement Program’’ means the program 5

established under subsection (ll) of section 1905 of 6

the Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396d) (as added 7

by section 802). 8

(3) HCBS IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM STATE.— 9

The term ‘‘HCBS Improvement Program State’’ 10

means a State that is awarded a planning grant 11

under subsection (b) and has an HCBS improve-12

ment plan approved by the Secretary under sub-13

section (c)(2). 14

(4) HOME AND COMMUNITY-BASED SERV-15

ICES.—The term ‘‘home and community-based serv-16

ices’’ means any of the following (whether provided 17

on a fee-for-service, risk, or other basis): 18

(A) Home health care services authorized 19

under paragraph (7) of section 1905(a) of the 20

Social Security Act (42 U.S.C. 1396d(a)). 21

(B) Private duty nursing services author-22

ized under paragraph (8) of such section, when 23

such services are provided in a Medicaid eligible 24

individual’s home. 25
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(C) Personal care services authorized 1

under paragraph (24) of such section. 2

(D) PACE services authorized under para-3

graph (26) of such section. 4

(E) Home and community-based services 5

authorized under subsections (b), (c), (i), (j), 6

and (k) of section 1915 of such Act (42 U.S.C. 7

1396n), authorized under a waiver under sec-8

tion 1115 of such Act (42 U.S.C. 1315), or 9

provided through coverage authorized under 10

section 1937 of such Act (42 U.S.C. 1396u–7). 11

(F) Case management services authorized 12

under section 1905(a)(19) of the Social Secu-13

rity Act (42 U.S.C. 1396d(a)(19)) and section 14

1915(g) of such Act (42 U.S.C. 1396n(g)). 15

(G) Rehabilitative services, including those 16

related to behavioral health, described in section 17

1905(a)(13) of such Act (42 U.S.C. 18

1396d(a)(13)). 19

(H) Such other services specified by the 20

Secretary. 21

(5) MEDICAID ELIGIBLE INDIVIDUAL.—The 22

term ‘‘Medicaid eligible individual’’ means an indi-23

vidual who is eligible for and receiving medical as-24

sistance under a State Medicaid program. Such term 25
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includes an individual who is on a waiting list and 1

who would become eligible for medical assistance 2

and enrolled under a State Medicaid program upon 3

receipt of home and community-based services. 4

(6) STATE MEDICAID PROGRAM.—The term 5

‘‘State Medicaid program’’ means, with respect to a 6

State, the State program under title XIX of the So-7

HCBS Improvement Program State, for each 6

fiscal quarter that begins on or after the first 7

date on which the State is an HCBS Improve-8

ment Program State— 9

‘‘(i) and for which the State meets the 10

requirements described in paragraphs (2) 11

and (4), notwithstanding subsection (b) or 12

(ff), subject to subparagraph (B), with re-13

spect to amounts expended during the 14

quarter by such State for medical assist-15

ance for home and community-based serv-16

ices, the Federal medical assistance per-17

centage for such State and quarter (as de-18

termined for the State under subsection 19

(b) or (ff) and, if applicable, increased 20

under subsection (y), (z), (aa), or (ii), or 21

section 1915(k)(2)) shall be increased by 8 22

percentage points; and 23

‘‘(ii) with respect to the State meeting 24

the requirements described in paragraphs 25
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(2) and (4) and with respect to amounts 1

expended during the quarter and before 2

October 1, 2036, administrative costs for 3

expanding and enhancing home and com-4

munity-based services, including for en-5

hancing Medicaid data and technology in-6

frastructure, modifying rate setting proc-7

esses, adopting or improving training pro-8

grams for direct care workers and family 9

caregivers, home and community-based 10

services ombudsman office activities, devel-11

oping processes to identify direct care 12

workers and assign such workers unique 13

identifiers, and adopting, carrying out, or 14

enhancing programs that register direct 15

care workers or connect beneficiaries to di-16

rect care workers, shall be eligible for Fed-17

eral financial participation in the same 18

manner as other administrative expendi-19

tures under section 1903(a), except that, 20

for purposes of this clause, the per centum 21

applicable to such expenditures shall be the 22

greater of 80 percent or the per centum 23

that would otherwise apply.

managed care capitation rates as such 6

rates are being prospectively built; or 7

‘‘(III) except to the extent per-8

mitted under clause (ii), adopt more 9

restrictive standards, methodologies, 10

or procedures for determining eligi-11

bility for, or the scope of, medical as-12

sistance for home and community- 13

based services, including with respect 14

to cost-sharing, than the standards, 15

methodologies, or procedures applica-16

ble as of the date described in sub-17

clause (I). 18

‘‘(ii) CONDITIONS FOR FLEXI-19

BILITY.—A State may make modifications 20

that would otherwise violate the mainte-21

nance of effort described in clause (i) if the 22

State demonstrates to the satisfaction of 23

the Secretary that such modifications shall 24

not result in— 25
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‘‘(I) home and community-based 1

services that are less comprehensive 2

or lower in amount, duration, or 3

scope; 4

‘‘(II) fewer individuals (overall 5

and within particular eligibility 6

groups) receiving home and commu-7

nity-based services, adjusted for de-8

mographic changes since the date de-9

scribed in clause (i)(I); or 10

‘‘(III) increased cost-sharing 11

(other than resulting from the rate of 12

inflation) for home and community- 13

based services.

‘‘(C) ACCESS TO SERVICES.—The State 15

undertakes efforts to improve access to home 16

and community-based services by doing all of 17

the following not later than an implementation 18

date specified by the Secretary (which may vary 19

for each of the following clauses) after the first 20

day of the first fiscal quarter for which a State 21

receives an increase to the Federal medical as-22

sistance percentage or other applicable Federal 23

matching percentage under paragraph (1): 24
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‘‘(i) Reduces access barriers and dis-1

parities in access or utilization of home 2

and community-based services. 3

‘‘(ii) Provides coverage of personal 4

care services authorized under subsection 5

‘‘(iii) Provides for navigation of home 8

and community-based services through ‘no 9

wrong door’ programs, provides expedited 10

eligibility for home and community-based 11

services, and improves home and commu-12

nity-based services counseling and edu-13

cation programs. 14

‘‘(iv) Expands access to behavioral 15

health services furnished in home and com-16

munity-based settings. 17

‘‘(v) Improves coordination of home 18

and community-based services with em-19

ployment, housing, and transportation sup-20

ports. 21

‘‘(vi) Provides supports to family care-22

givers. 23

‘‘(vii) Newly provides coverage under, 24

or expands existing eligibility criteria for, 1 25
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or more of the eligibility categories author-1

ized under subclause (XIII), (XV), or 2

(XVI) of section 1902(a)(10)(A)(ii). 3

‘‘(D) WORKFORCE.—The State strength-4

ens and expands the workforce of direct care 5

workers that provides home and community- 6

based services by— 7

‘‘(i) adopting processes to ensure that 8

payment rates for home and community- 9

based services are sufficient (as defined by 10

the Secretary) to ensure that services are 11

available, including by, not later than 2 12

years after approval of the HCBS improve-13

ment plan and, at least every 3 years 14

thereafter, updating and, as appropriate, 15

increasing payment rates for home and 16

community-based services to support re-17

cruitment and retention of direct care 18

workers using, through existing or other 19

processes to determine provider payments, 20

a transparent process involving input from 21

nongovernmental stakeholders; 22

‘‘(ii) ensuring that increases in the 23

payment rates for home and community- 24

based services result in at least a propor-25
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tionate increase to payments for direct 1

care workers; and 2

‘‘(iii) updating qualification standards 3

as appropriate, and developing and adopt-4

ing training opportunities, for direct care 5

workers and family caregivers, at such 6

times as the Secretary shall prescribe. 7

‘‘(3) SELF-DIRECTED MODELS FOR THE DELIV-8

ERY OF SERVICES.—As conditions for receipt of the 9

increase under paragraph (1)(B) to the Federal 10

medical assistance percentage determined for a 11

State, with respect to a fiscal year quarter, the State 12

shall establish directly, or by contract with 1 or 13

more entities, including an agency with choice or a 14

similar service delivery model, a program for the 15

performance of all of the following functions, con-16

this paragraph does not promote or deter the 13

ability of workers to form a labor organization 14

or discriminate against workers who may join 15

or decline to join such an organization. 16

‘‘(4) REPORTING AND OVERSIGHT.—As a condi-17

tion for receipt of an increase under subparagraphs 18

(A)(i) or (B) of paragraph (1) to the Federal med-19

ical assistance percentage determined for a State, 20

with respect to a fiscal year quarter, the State shall, 21

beginning with the last day of the 5th fiscal quarter 22

for which the State is an HCBS Improvement Pro-23

gram State, and annually thereafter, report to the 24
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Secretary, in a manner the Secretary shall prescribe, 1

on— 2

‘‘(A) the State’s progress in implementing 3

the activities described in subparagraphs (C) 4

and (D) of paragraph (2) and (if applicable) 5

paragraph (3) in accordance with the State 6

HCBS improvement plan; and 7

‘‘(B) the use of the increased funding pro-8

vided under this subsection.

quarter that begins on or after the first date on 17

which the State is an HCBS Improvement Program 18

State unless, at the end of such 29th fiscal quarter, 19

the State demonstrates the following in the annual 20

report required in paragraph (4) for such quarter: 21

‘‘(A) Increased availability (above a mar-22

ginal increase) of home and community-based 23

services in the State relative to such availability 24

as reported in the State HCBS improvement 25
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plan and adjusted for demographic changes in 1

the State since the submission of such plan.

‘‘(B) With respect to the percentage of ex-3

penditures made by the State for long-term 4
