TITLE VIII
GENERAL PROVISIONS

SEC. 8001. No part of any appropriation contained
wm this Act shall be used for publicity or propaganda pur-
poses not authorized by the Congress.

SEC. 8002. During the current fiscal year, provisions
of law prohibiting the payment of compensation to, or em-
ployment of, any person not a citizen of the United States
shall not apply to personnel of the Department of Defense:

Provided, That salary increases granted to direct and indi-
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rect hire foreign national employees of the Department of
Defense funded by this Act shall not be at a rate in excess
of the percentage increase authorized by law for civilian
employees of the Department of Defense whose pay 1s com-
puted under the provisions of section 5332 of title 5, Unated
States Code, or at a rate in excess of the percentage increase
provided by the appropriate host nation to its own employ-
ees, whichever is higher: Provided further, That this section
shall not apply to Department of Defense foreign service
national employees serving at United States diplomatic
massions whose pay is set by the Department of State under
the Foreign Service Act of 1980: Provided further, That the
limatations of this provision shall not apply to foreign na-
tional employees of the Department of Defense in the Re-
public of Turkey.

SEC. 8003. No part of any appropriation contained
w this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the
current fiscal year, unless expressly so provided herein.

SEC. 8004. No more than 20 percent of the appropria-
tions in this Act which are limited for obligation during
the current fiscal year shall be obligated during the last 2
months of the fiscal year: Provided, That this section shall
not apply to obligations for support of active duty training
of reserve components or summer camp training of the Re-

serve Officers” Training Corps.
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(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8005. Upon determination by the Secretary of
Defense that such action 1s necessary in the national inter-
est, the Secretary may, with the approval of the Director
of the Office of Management and Budget, transfer not to
exceed $6,000,000,000 of working capital funds of the De-
partment of Defense or funds made available in this Act
to the Department of Defense for military functions (except
malitary construction) between such appropriations or
Junds or any subdivision thereof, to be merged with and
to be available for the same purposes, and for the same time
period, as the appropriation or fund to which transferred:
Provided, That such authority to transfer may not be used
unless for higher priovity items, based on unforeseen mili-
tary requirements, than those for which originally appro-
priated and in no case where the item for which funds are
requested has been denied by the Congress: Provided further,
That the Secretary of Defense shall notify the Congress
promptly of all transfers made purswant to this authority
or any other authority in this Act: Provided further, That
no part of the funds in this Act shall be available to prepare
or present a request to the Commattees on Appropriations
of the House of Representatives and the Senate for re-
programming of funds, unless for higher priorvity items,

based on unforeseen military requirements, than those for
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which originally appropriated and in no case where the
item for which reprogrammaing is requested has been denied
by the Congress: Provided further, That a request for mul-
tiple reprogrammangs of funds using authority provided in
this section shall be made prior to June 30, 2024: Provided
Sfurther, That transfers among military personnel appro-
priations shall not be taken into account for purposes of
the limitation on the amount of funds that may be trans-
ferred under this section.

SEC. 8006. (a) With regard to the list of specific pro-
grams, projects, and activities (and the dollar amounts and
adjustments to budget activities corresponding to such pro-
grams, projects, and activities) contarned in the tables titled
Explanation of Project Level Adjustments in the explana-
tory statement regarding this Act and the tables contained
m the classified annex accompanying this Act, the obliga-
tion and expenditure of amounts appropriated or otherwise
made available in this Act for those programs, projects, and
activities for which the amounts appropriated exceed the
amounts requested are hereby required by law to be carried
out wn the manner provided by such tables to the same ex-
tent as if the tables were included in the text of this Act.

(b) Amounts specified in the referenced tables described
wm subsection (a) shall not be treated as subdivisions of ap-

propriations for purposes of section 8005 of this Act: Pro-
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vided, That section 8005 of this Act shall apply when trans-

Jers of the amounts described in subsection (a) occur be-

tween appropriation accounts, subject to the limitation n
subsection (¢): Provided further, That the transfer amount
Limitation provided in section 8005 of this Act shall not
apply to transfers of amounts described in subsection (a)
of such transfers are necessary for the proper execution of
such funds.

(¢c) During the current fiscal year, amounts specified
m the referenced tables in titles III and IV of this Act de-
seribed in subsection (a) may not be transferred pursuant
to section 8005 of this Act other than for proper execution
of such amounts, as provided in subsection (b).

SEC. 8007. (a) Not later than 60 days after the date
of the enactment of this Act, the Department of Defense shall
submat a report to the congressional defense committees to
establish the baseline for application of reprogramming and
transfer authorities for fiscal year 2024: Provided, That the
report shall include—

(1) a table for each appropriation with a sepa-
rate column to display the President’s budget request,
adjustments made by Congress, adjustments due to
enacted rescissions, if appropriate, and the fiscal year

enacted level;
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(2) a delineation in the table for each appropria-
tion both by budget actwity and program, project,
and activity as detailed in the Budget Appendix; and
(3) an identification of items of special congres-
stonal interest.

(b) Notwithstanding section 8005 of this Act, none of
the funds provided in this Act shall be available for re-
programming or transfer until the report wdentified in sub-
section (a) 1s submatted to the congressional defense commit-
tees, unless the Secretary of Defense certifies in writing to
the congressional defense commattees that such reprogram-
ming or transfer is necessary as an emergency requirement:

Provided, That this subsection shall not apply to transfers

from the following appropriations accounts:

(1) “Environmental Restoration, Army’;

(2) “Environmental Restoration, Navy’;

(3) “Environmental Restoration, Awr Force”;

(4) “Environmental Restoration, Defense-Wide”’;

(5) “Environmental Restoration, Formerly Used
Defense Sites”; and

(6) “Drug Interdiction and Counter-drug Activi-
ties, Defense”.

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8008. During the current fiscal year, cash bal-

ances 1 working capital funds of the Department of De-
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fense established pursuant to section 2208 of title 10, United

States Code, may be maintained in only such amounts as
are necessary at any time for cash disbursements to be made
Jrom such funds: Provided, That transfers may be made be-
tween such funds: Provided further, That transfers may be
made between working capital funds and the “Foreign Cur-
rency Fluctuations, Defense” appropriation and the “Oper-
ation and Maintenance” appropriation accounts in such
amounts as may be determined by the Secretary of Defense,
with the approval of the Director of the Office of Manage-
ment and Budget, except that such transfers may not be
made unless the Secretary of Defense has notified the Con-
gress of the proposed transfer: Provided further, That except
m amounts equal to the amounts appropriated to working
capital funds in this Act, no obligations may be made
against a working capital fund to procure or increase the
value of war reserve material inventory, unless the Sec-
retary of Defense has notified the Congress prior to any
such obligation.

SEC. 8009. Funds appropriated by this Act may not
be used to imitiate a special access program without prior
notification 30 calendar days wn advance to the congres-
stonal defense commattees.

SEC. 8010. None of the funds provided in this Act shall

be available to initiate: (1) a multiyear contract that em-
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ploys economic order quantity procurement in excess of
$20,000,000 in any one year of the contract or that includes
an unfunded contingent liability in excess of $20,000,000;
or (2) a contract for advance procurement leading to a
multiyear contract that employs economic order quantity
procurement in excess of $20,000,000 in any one year, un-
less the congressional defense commattees have been notified
at least 30 days i advance of the proposed contract award:
Provided, That no part of any appropriation contained in

this Act shall be available to initiate a multiyear contract

Jor which the economic order quantity advance procurement

1s not funded at least to the limits of the Government’s li-
ability: Provided further, That no part of any appropria-
tion contained in this Act shall be available to initiate
multiyear procurement contracts for any systems or compo-
nent thereof of the value of the multiyear contract would
exceed $500,000,000 unless specifically provided in this Act:
Provided further, That no multiyear procurement contract
can be terminated without 30-day prior notification to the
congressional defense commattees: Provided further, That the
execution of multiyear authority shall require the use of a
present value analysis to determine lowest cost compared
to an annual procurement: Provided further, That none of

the funds provided in this Act may be used for a multiyear
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2 unless in the case of any such contract—
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(1) the Secretary of Defense has submitted to
Congress a budget request for full funding of units to
be procured through the contract and, wn the case of
a contract for procurement of aireraft, that includes,
Jor any avrcraft unit to be procured through the con-
tract for which procurement funds are requested in
that budget request for production beyond advance
procurement actwities wn the fiscal year covered by
the budget, full funding of procurement of such unit
m that fiscal year;

(2) cancellation provisions in the contract do not
melude  consideration of  recurring manufacturing
costs of the contractor associated with the production
of unfunded units to be delwered under the contract;

(3) the contract provides that payments to the
contractor under the contract shall not be made in
advance of incurred costs on funded units; and

(4) the contract does not provide for a price ad-
Justment based on a failure to award a follow-on con-
tract.

Funds appropriated in title III of this Act may be

24 wused for multiyear procurement contracts as follows: Naval

25 Strike Missile; Guided Multiple Launch Rocket System;
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PATRIOT Advanced Capability-3 Missile Segment KEn-

hancement; Long Range Anti-Ship Muissile; Joint Air-to-
Surface Standoff Missile; Advanced Mediwm-Range Air-to-
Air Missile; and USS Virginia Class (SSN=774).

SEC. 8011. Within the funds appropriated for the oper-
ation and maintenance of the Armed Forces, funds are here-
by appropriated pursuant to section 401 of title 10, United
States Code, for humanitarian and civic assistance costs
under chapter 20 of title 10, United States Code: Provided,
That such funds may also be obligated for humanitarian
and ciie assistance costs incidental to authorized oper-
ations and pursuant to authority granted in section 401
of title 10, United States Code, and these obligations shall
be reported as required by section 401(d) of title 10, United
States Code: Provided further, That funds available for op-
eration and maintenance shall be available for providing
hwmanitarian and similar assistance by using Civie Action
Teams in the Trust Territories of the Pacific Islands and
freely associated states of Micronesia, pursuant to the Com-
pact of Free Association as authorized by Public Law 99—
239: Provided further, That upon a determination by the
Secretary of the Army that such action s beneficial for
graduate medical education programs conducted at Army
medical facilities located in Hawaii, the Secretary of the

Army may authorize the provision of medical services at
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such facilities and transportation to such facilities, on a
nonreimbursable basis, for civilian patients from American
Samoa, the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Is-
lands, the Marshall Islands, the Federated States of Micro-
nesta, Palauw, and Guam.

SEC. 8012. (a) Not later than 180 days after the date
of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall
submit to the Commattees on Appropriations of the House
of Representatives and the Senate a report on excessive con-
tractor payments that exceed the thresholds established in
10 US.C. chapter 271 “Truthful Cost or Pricing Data
(Truth in Negotiations)” or 41 U.S.C. chapter 35 “Truthful
Cost or Pricing Data” and with respect to which none of
the exceptions to certified cost or pricing data requirements
apply.

(b) The report required by subsection (a) shall also in-
clude the following:

(1) The amounts collected, adjusted, or offset

Jrom contractors as a result of providing defective cost

and pricing data;

(2) The mechanisms used to identify violations

of 10 U.S.C. chapter 271 or 41 U.S.C. chapter 35;

(3) Disciplinary actions taken by the Depart-
ment of Defense when violations of 10 U.S.C. chapter

271 or 41 U.S.C. chapter 35 are identified, regardless
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of whether they are included in the System for Award

Management; and
(4) Any referrals made to the Department of

Justice.

SEC. 8013. None of the funds made available by this
Act shall be used in any way, directly or indirectly, to in-
Jfluence congressional action on any legislation or appro-
priation matters pending before the Congress.

SEC. 8014. None of the funds available in this Act to
the Department of Defense, other than appropriations made
Jor mecessary or routine refurbishments, upgrades, or main-
tenance activities, shall be used to reduce or to prepare to
reduce the number of deployed and non-deployed strategic
delwvery vehicles and launchers below the levels set forth in
the report submitted to Congress in accordance with section
1042 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal
Year 2012.

(TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

SEC. 8015. (a) Funds appropriated in title II1 of this
Act for the Department of Defense Pilot Mentor-Protégé
Program may be transferred to any other appropriation
contained vn this Act solely for the purpose of implementing
a Mentor-Protégé Program developmental assistance agree-

ment pursuant to section 4902 of title 10, United States
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Code, under the authority of this provision or any other
transfer authority contained in this Act.

(b) The Secretary of Defense shall include with the
budget justification documents in support of the budget for
fiscal year 2025 (as submitted to Congress pursuant to sec-
tion 1105 of title 31, United States Code) a description of
each transfer under this section that occurred during the
last fiscal year before the fiscal year in which such budget
18 submitted.

SEC. 8016. None of the funds in this Act may be avail-
able for the purchase by the Department of Defense (and
its departments and agencies) of welded shipboard anchor
and mooring chain unless the anchor and mooring chain
are manufactured in the United States from components
which are substantially manufactured in the United States:
Provided, That for the purpose of this section, the term
“manufactured” shall include cutting, heat treating, qual-
ity control, testing of chain and welding (including the
Jorging and shot blasting process): Provided further, That
Jor the purpose of this section substantially all of the compo-
nents of anchor and mooring chain shall be considered to
be produced or manufactured in the United States if the
aggregate cost of the components produced or manufactured
w the United States exceeds the aggregate cost of the compo-

nents produced or manufactured outside the United States:

SEC. 8017. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
shall be used for the support of any nonappropriated funds
activity of the Department of Defense that procures malt
beverages and wine with nonappropriated funds for resale
(including such alcoholic beverages sold by the drink) on
a malitary installation located in the United States unless
such malt beverages and wine are procured within that
State, or in the case of the District of Columbia, within
the District of Columbia, in which the military installation
18 located: Provided, That, in a case in which the military
wstallation s located in more than one State, purchases
may be made in any State in which the installation s lo-
cated: Provided further, That such local procurement re-
quirements for malt beverages and wine shall apply to all

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erages, i contiguous States and the District of Columbia
shall be procured from the most competitive source, price
and other factors considered.

SEC. 8018. None of the funds available to the Depart-
ment of Defense may be used to demilitarize or dispose of
M-1 Carbines, M—1 Garand rifles, M—=14 rifles, .22 caliber
rifles, .30 caliber rifles, or M—1911 pistols, or to demaili-
tarize or destroy small arms ammunition or ammunition
components that are not otherwise prohibited from commer-
cial sale under Federal law, unless the small arms ammuni-
tion or ammunition components are certified by the Sec-
retary of the Army or designee as unserviceable or unsafe
Jor further use.

SEC. 8019. No more than $500,000 of the funds appro-
priated or made available in this Act shall be used during
a single fiscal year for any single relocation of an organiza-
tion, unit, actwity or function of the Department of Defense
wmto or within the National Capital Region: Provided, That
the Secretary of Defense may waive this restriction on a
case-by-case basis by certifying in writing to the congres-
stonal defense committees that such a relocation 1s required
wn the best interest of the Government.

SEC. 8020. Of the funds made available in this Act
under  the  heading  “Procurement,  Defense-Wide”,

$25,169,000 shall be avarlable only for incentive payments
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authorized by section 504 of the Indian Financing Act of

1974 (25 U.S.C. 1544): Provided, That a prime contractor
or a subcontractor at any tier that makes a subcontract
award to any subcontractor or supplier as defined in sec-
tion 1544 of title 25, United States Code, or a small busi-
ness owned and controlled by an individual or individuals
defined under section 4221(9) of title 25, United States
Code, shall be considered a contractor for the purposes of
being allowed additional compensation under section 504
of the Indian Financing Act of 1974 (25 U.S.C. 1544)
whenever the prime contract or subcontract amount is over
$500,000 and involves the expenditure of funds appro-
priated by an Act making appropriations for the Depart-
ment of Defense with respect to any fiscal year: Provided
Sfurther, That notwithstanding section 1906 of title 41,
Unated States Code, this section shall be applicable to any
Department of Defense acquisition of supplies or services,
mcluding any contract and any subcontract at any tier for
acquisition of commercial items produced or manufactured,
m whole or in part, by any subcontractor or supplier de-
Sfined n section 1544 of title 25, Uniated States Code, or
a small business owned and controlled by an individual or
mdiwviduals  defined under section 4221(9) of title 25,
Unated States Code.
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SEC. 8021. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision

of law, the Secretary of the Awr Force may convey at no
cost to the Air Force, without consideration, to Indian
tribes located in the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Dakota,
South Dakota, Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and Wash-
wmgton relocatable military housing units located at Grand
Forks Awr Force Base, Malmstrom Awr Force Base, Moun-
tain Home Awr Force Base, Ellsworth Air Force Base, and
Minot Air Force Base that are excess to the needs of the
Air Force.

(b) The Secretary of the Air Force shall convey, at no
cost to the Awr Force, mailitary housing units under sub-
section (a) wn accordance with the request for such unaits
that are submitted to the Secretary by the Operation Walk-
ing Shield Program on behalf of Indian tribes located in
the States of Nevada, Idaho, North Dakota, South Dakota,
Montana, Oregon, Minnesota, and Washington.

SEC. 8022. Of the funds appropriated to the Depart-
ment of Defense under the heading “Operation and Mainte-
nance, Defense-Wide”, not less than $12,000,000 may be
made available only for the mitigation of environmental
mmpacts, including training and technical assistance to
tribes, related administrative support, the gathering of in-
Jormation, documenting of environmental damage, and de-
veloping a system for prioritization of mitigation and cost
to complete estimates for mitigation, on Indian lands re-
sulting from Department of Defense activities.

SEC. 8023. Funds appropriated by this Act for the De-
fense Media Activity shall not be used for any national or
nternational political or psychological activities.

SEC. 8024. Of the amounts appropriated for “Working
Capital Fund, Army”, $120,000,000 shall be available to
maintain competitive rates at the arsenals.

SEC. 8025. (a) Of the funds made available in this
Act, not less than $69,000,000 shall be available for the

Civil Avr Patrol Corporation, of which—
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(1) $55,100,000 shall be available from “Oper-
ation and Maintenance, Air Force” to support Civil

Awr Patrol Corporation operation and maintenance,

readiness, counter-drug actwities, and drug demand

reduction activities involving youth programs;
(2) $11,900,000 shall be available from “Aircraft

Procurement, Air Force”; and

(3) $2,000,000 shall be available from “Other

Procurement, Air Force” for vehicle procurement.

(b) The Secretary of the Aivr Force should waive reim-
bursement for any funds used by the Civil Air Patrol for
counter-drug activities in support of Federal, State, and
local government agencies.

SEC. 8026. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this
Act are available to establish a new Department of Defense
(department) federally funded research and development
center (FFRDC), either as a new entity, or as a separate
entity administrated by an organization managing another
FFRDC, or as a nonprofit membership corporation con-
sisting of a consortium of other FFRDCs and other non-
profit entities.

(b) Except when acting in a technical advisory capac-
ity, no member of a Board of Directors, Trustees, Overseers,
Advisory Group, Special Issues Panel, Visiting Committee,

or any similar entity of a defense FFRDC, or any entity

)
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that contracts with the Federal government to manage or
operate one or more FFRDCs, or any paid consultant to
a defense FEFRDC' shall receive funds appropriated by this
Act as compensation for services as a member of such entity:
Provided, That a member of any such entity shall be al-
lowed travel expenses and per diem as authorized under the

Federal Joint Travel Regulations, when engaged in the per-

Jormance of membership duties: Provided further, That ex-

cept when acting in a technical advisory capacity, no paid
consultant shall receive funds appropriated by this Act as
compensation by more than one FFRDC in a calendar
year.

(¢) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, none
of the funds available to the department from any source
during the current fiscal year may be used by a defense
FFRDC, through a fee or other payment mechanism, for
construction of new buildings not located on a military in-
stallation, for payment of cost sharing for projects funded
by Government grants, for absorption of contract overruns,
or for certain charitable contributions, not to include em-
ployee participation i community service and/or develop-
ment.

(d) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, of the
Sfunds available to the department during fiscal year 2024,

not more than $2,857,803,000 may be funded for profes-
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stonal technical staff-related costs of the defense FFRDCs:

Provided, That within such funds, not more than
$456,803,000 shall be available for the defense studies and
analysis FFRDCs: Provided further, That this subsection
shall not apply to staff years funded in the National Intel-
ligence Program and the Military Intelligence Program:
Provided further, That the Secretary of Defense shall, with
the submission of the department’s fiscal year 2025 budget
request, submit a report presenting the specific amounts of
staff years of technical effort to be allocated for each defense
FFRDC by program during that fiscal year and the associ-
ated budget estimates, by appropriation account and pro-
gram.

(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Act,
the total amount appropriated in this Act for FFRDCs is
hereby reduced by $27,197,000: Provided, That this sub-
section shall not apply to appropriations for the National
Intelligence Program and Military Intelligence Program.

SEC. 8027. For the purposes of this Act, the term “con-
gressional defense committees” means the Armed Services
Commattee of the House of Representatives, the Armed Serv-
rces Commattee of the Senate, the Subcommaittee on Defense
of the Commaittee on Appropriations of the House of Rep-
resentatives, and the Subcommittee on Defense of the Com-

mittee on Appropriations of the Senate.
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SEC. 8028. For the purposes of this Act, the term “con-

gressional intelligence committees” means the Permanent
Select Commiattee on Intelligence of the House of Represent-
atives, the Select Committee on Intelligence of the Senate,
the Subcommattee on Defense of the Committee on Appro-
priations of the House of Representatives, and the Sub-
committee on Defense of the Commattee on Appropriations
of the Senate.

SEC. 8029. During the current fiscal year, the Depart-
ment of Defense may acquire the modification, depot main-
tenance and repair of avrcraft, vehicles and vessels as well
as the production of components and other Defense-related

articles, through competition between Department of De-

fense depot maintenance activities and private firms: Pro-

vided, That the Senior Acquisition Executive of the military
department or Defense Agency concerned, with power of del-
egation, shall certify that successful bids include comparable
estimates of all direct and indirect costs for both public and
private bids: Provided further, That Office of Management
and Budget Circular A-76 shall not apply to competitions
conducted under this section.

SEC. 8030. (a) None of the funds appropriated in this
Act may be expended by an entity of the Department of
Defense unless the entity, in expending the funds, complies

with the Buy American Act. For purposes of this subsection,
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the term “Buy American Act” means chapter 83 of title
41, Unated States Code.

(b) If the Secretary of Defense determines that a person
has been convicted of intentionally affixing a label bearing
a “Made in America” inscription to any product sold in
or shipped to the United States that s not made in Amer-
vea, the Secretary shall determine, in accordance with sec-
tion 4658 of title 10, United States Code, whether the person
should be debarred from contracting with the Department
of Defense.

(c) In the case of any equipment or products purchased
with appropriations provided under this Act, it is the sense

of the Congress that any entity of the Department of De-

fense, in expending the appropriation, purchase only Amer-

wecan-made equipment and products, provided that Amer-
wean-made equipment and products are cost-competitive,
quality competitive, and available in a timely fashion.

SEC. 8031. None of the funds appropriated or made
available in this Act shall be used to procure carbon, alloy,
or armor steel plate for use in any Government-owned facil-

ity or property under the control of the Department of De-

m that country.

(b) The Secretary of Defense shall submit to the Con-
gress a report on the amount of Department of Defense pur-
chases from foreign entities in fiscal year 2024. Such report
shall separately indicate the dollar value of items for which
the Buy American Act was waived pursuant to any agree-
ment described in subsection (a)(2), the Trade Agreements
Act of 1979 (19 U.S.C. 2501 et seq.), or any international
agreement to which the United States is a party.

(¢) For purposes of this section, the term “Buy Amer-
rean Act” means chapter 83 of title 41, Unated States Code.

SEC. 8033. None of the funds appropriated by this Act
may be used for the procurement of ball and roller bearings
other than those produced by a domestic source and of do-
mestic origin: Provided, That the Secretary of the military
department responsible for such procurement may waive
this restriction on a case-by-case basis by certifying in writ-
g to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of

SEC. 8036. (a) The Secretary of Defense may, on a
case-by-case basis, waive with respect to a foreign country

each limitation on the procurement of defense items from
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foreign sources provided in law if the Secretary determines
that the application of the limitation with respect to that
country would imvalidate cooperative programs entered into
between the Department of Defense and the foreign country,
or would mvalidate reciprocal trade agreements for the pro-
curement of defense items entered into under section 4851
of title 10, United States Code, and the country does not
discrimanate against the same or similar defense items pro-
duced in the United States for that country.

(b) Subsection (a) applies with respect to—

(1) contracts and subcontracts entered into on or

(¢) Subsection (a) does not apply to a limitation re-
garding construction of public vessels, ball and roller bear-
wngs, food, and clothing or textile materials as defined by
section XI (chapters 50-65) of the Harmonized Tariff
Schedule of the United States and products classified under
headings 4010, 4202, 4203, 6401 through 6406, 6505, 7019,
7218 through 7229, 7304.41 through 7304.49, 7306.40, 7502

through 7508, 8105, 8108, 8109, 8211, 8215, and 9404.
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SEC. 8037. None of the funds made available in this
Act, or any subsequent Act making appropriations for the
Department of Defense, may be used for the purchase or
manufacture of a flag of the United States unless such flags
are treated as covered items under section 4862(b) of title

SEC. 8038. During the current fiscal year, amounts
contained in the Department of Defense Overseas Military
Facility Investment Recovery Account shall be available
until expended for the payments specified by section
2687a(b)(2) of title 10, Unated States Code.

During the current fiscal year, appropria-
tions which are available to the Department of Defense for

None of the funds made available in this
or any other Act may be used to pay the salary of any
officer or employee of any agency funded by this Act who
approves or vmplements the transfer of administrative re-
sponsibilities or budgetary resources of any program,
project, or activity financed by this Act to the jurisdiction
of another Federal agency not financed by this Act without
the express authorization of Congress: Provided, That this
limitation shall not apply to transfers of funds expressly
provided for in Department of Defense Appropriations Acts,
or provisions of Acts providing supplemental appropria-
tions for the Department of Defense.

SEC. 8096. Of the amounts appropriated in this Act

for “Operation and Maintenance, Navy”, $667,508,000, to

remain available until expended, may be used for any pur-

poses related to the National Defense Reserve Fleet estab-
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lished under section 11 of the Merchant Ship Sales Act of

1946 (46 U.S.C. 57100): Provided, That such amounts are
available for revmbursements to the Ready Reserve Force,
Maritime Admanistration account of the United States De-
partment of Transportation for programs, projects, activi-
ties, and expenses related to the National Defense Reserve
Fleet.

SEC. 8097. (a) None of the funds provided in this Act
Jor the TAO Fleet Oiler program shall be used to award
a new contract that provides for the acquisition of the fol-
lowing components unless those components are manufac-
tured in the United States: Auxiliary equipment (including
pumps) for shipboard services; propulsion equipment (in-
cluding engines, reduction gears, and propellers); shipboard
cranes; spreaders for shipboard cranes; and anchor chains,
specifically for the seventh and subsequent ships of the fleet.

(b) None of the funds provided in this Act for the
FFG(X) Frigate program shall be used to award a new con-
tract that provides for the acquisition of the following com-
ponents unless those components are manufactured in the
Unated States: Avwr circuil breakers; gyrocompasses; elec-
tronic navigation chart systems; steering controls; pumps;
propulsion and machinery control systems; totally enclosed
lifeboats; auxiliary equipment pumps; shipboard cranes;

auxiliary chill water systems; and propulsion propellers:
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Provided, That the Secretary of the Navy shall incorporate

Unated States manufactured propulsion engines and pro-
pulsion reduction gears into the FFG(X) Frigate program
beginning not later than with the eleventh ship of the pro-
gram.

SEC. 8098. None of the funds provided in this Act for
requirements development, performance specification devel-
opment, concept design and development, ship configura-
tion development, systems engineering, naval architecture,
marine engineering, operations research analysis, industry
studies, preliminary design, development of the Detailed
Design and Construction Request for Proposals solicitation
package, or related activities for the T-ARC(X) Cable Lay-
g and Repair Ship or the T-AGOS(X) Oceanographic
Surveillance Ship may be used to award a new contract
Jor such actwities unless these contracts include specifica-
tions that all auxiliary equipment, including pumps and
propulsion shafts, are manufactured in the United States.

SEC. 8099. No amounts credited or otherwise made
available in this or any other Act to the Department of De-
fense Acquisition Workforce Development Account may be
transferred to:

(1) the Rapid Prototyping Fund established
under section 804(d) of the National Defense Author-
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wation Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (10 U.S.C. 2302
note); or
(2) credited to a military-department specific

Jund established under section 804(d)(2) of the Na-

tional Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016

(as amended by section 897 of the National Defense

Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2017).

SEC. 8100. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used for Government Travel Charge Card ex-
penses by malitary or civilian personnel of the Department
of Defense for gaming, or for entertainment that includes
topless or nude entertainers or participants, as prohibited
by Department of Defense FMR, Volume 9, Chapter 3 and
Department of Defense Instruction 1015.10 (enclosure 3,
14a and 14Db).

SEc. 8101. (a) None of the funds made available in
this Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer
network unless such network is designed to block access to
pornography websites.

(b) Nothing wn subsection (a) shall limit the use of
SJunds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local law
enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out crimai-
nal mvestigations, prosecution, or adjudication activities,
or for any activity necessary for the national defense, in-

cluding intelligence activities.
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SEC. 8102. None of the funds provided for, or otherwise
made available, in this or any other Act, may be obligated
or expended by the Secretary of Defense to provide motor-
1wzed wvehicles, aviation platforms, munitions other than
small arms and munitions appropriate for customary cere-
monial honors, operational military units, or operational
military platforms of the Secretary determines that pro-
viding such units, platforms, or equipment would under-
mane the readiness of such units, platforms, or equipment.

SEc. 8103. (a) None of the funds made available by
this or any other Act may be used to enter into a contract,
memorandum of understanding, or cooperative agreement
with, make a grant to, or provide a loan or loan guarantee
to any corporation that has any unpaid Federal tax liabil-
ity that has been assessed, for which all judicial and admin-
wstrative remedies have been exhausted or have lapsed, and
that is not being paid in a timely manner pursuant to an
agreement with the authority responsible for collecting such
tax Lability, provided that the applicable Federal agency
18 aware of the unpaid Federal tax liability.

(b) Subsection (a) shall not apply if the applicable
Federal agency has considered suspension or debarment of
the corporation described in such subsection and has made
a determination that such suspension or debarment is not

necessary to protect the interests of the Federal Government.
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SEC. 8104. (a) Amounts appropriated under title 1V

of this Act, as detailed in budget activity eight in the tables
titled Explanation of Project Level Adjustments in the ex-
planatory statement regarding this Act, may be used for
expenses for the agile research, development, test and eval-
uation, procurement, production, modification, and oper-
ation and maintenance, only for the following Software and
Dugital Technology Pilot programs—

(1) Defensive CYBER (PE 0608041A);

0608013N);

(3) Maritime Tactical Command and Control

(PE 0608231N);

(4)  Space  Command &  Control (PE
1208248SF);

(5) Global Command and Control System (PH
0303150K); and

(6) Acquisition Visibility (PE 0608648DS8Z).

(b) None of the funds appropriated by this or prior
Department of Defense Appropriations Acts may be obli-
gated or expended to initiate additional Software and Dig-
ital Technology Pilot Programs in fiscal year 2024.

SEC. 8105. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available by this Act may be used to transfer

the National Reconnaissance Office to the Space Force: Pro-
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vided, That nothing wn this Act shall be construed to limit

or prohibit cooperation, collaboration, and coordination be-
tween the National Reconnaissance Office and the Space
Force or any other elements of the Department of Defense.

SEC. 8106. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used in contravention of the following laws en-
acted or regulations promulgated to implement the United
Nations Convention Against Torture and Other Cruel, In-
human or Degrading Treatment or Punishment (done at
New York on December 10, 1984):

SEC. 8110. Of the amounts appropriated in this Act
under the heading “Operation and Maintenance, Defense-
Wide”, for the Defense Security Cooperation Agency,
$380,000,000, to remain available until September 30,
2025, shall be available to revmburse Jordan, Lebanon,
Eqgypt, Tunisia, and Oman under section 1226 of the Na-
tional Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (22
URS.C. 2151 note), for enhanced border security, of which
not less than $150,000,000 shall be for Jordan: Provided,
That the Secretary of Defense shall, not less than 15 days
prior to obligating funds made available in this section, no-
tify the congressional defense committees in writing of the
details of any planned obligation and the nature of the ex-
penses incurred: Provided further, That the Secretary of De-
Jfense shall provide quarterly reports to the Committees on
Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the
Senate on the use and status of funds made available in
this section.

SEc. 8111. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used in contravention of the War Powers Reso-

lution (50 U.S.C. 1541 et seq.).
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SEc. 8112. None of the funds made available by this

Act for excess defense articles, assistance under section 333
of title 10, United States Code, or peacekeeping operations
Jor the countries designated annually to be in violation of
the standards of the Child Soldiers Prevention Act of 2008
(Public Law 110-457; 22 U.S.C. 2370c—1) may be used to
support any military traiming or operation that includes
child soldiers, as defined by the Child Soldiers Prevention
Act of 2008, unless such assistance is otherwise permitted
under section 404 of the Child Soldiers Prevention Act of
2008.

SEC. 8113. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be made available for any member of the Taliban.

SEC. 8114. Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, any transfer of funds, appropriated or otherwise made
available by this Act, for support to friendly foreign coun-
tries in connection with the conduct of operations in which
the United States 1s not participating, pursuant to section
331(d) of title 10, United States Code, shall be made in
accordance with section 8005 of this Act.

SEC. 8115. (a) None of the funds appropriated or oth-
erwise made available by this or any other Act may be used
by the Secretary of Defense, or any other official or officer
of the Department of Defense, to enter into a contract,

memorandum of understanding, or cooperative agreement
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with, or make a grant to, or provide a loan or loan guar-
antee  to  Rosoboronexport or any  subsidiary  of
Rosoboronexport.

(b) The Secretary of Defense may waive the limaitation
i subsection (a) if the Secretary, in consultation with the
Secretary of State and the Director of National Intelligence,
determanes that it 1s in the vital national security interest
of the United States to do so, and certifies in writing to
the congressional defense commaittees that—

(1) Rosoboronexport has ceased the transfer of le-
thal malitary equipment to, and the maintenance of
existing lethal mailitary equipment for, the Govern-
ment of the Syrian Arab Republic;

(2) the armed forces of the Russian Federation
have withdrawn from Ukraine; and

(3) agents of the Russian Federation have ceased
taking active measures to destabilize the control of the
Government of Ukraine over eastern Ukraine.

(¢c) The Inspector General of the Department of Defense
shall — conduct a review of any action nvolving
Rosoboronexport with respect to a waiver issued by the Sec-
retary of Defense pursuant to subsection (b), and not later
than 90 days after the date on which such a waiver is issued
by the Secretary of Defense, the Inspector General shall sub-

mit to the congressional defense committees a report con-

of such Act, and not yet transferred to authorized recipients
may be transferred to foreign security forces, irreqular
Jorces, groups, or indiwiduals, authorized to receive assist-
ance using amounts provided under the heading “Counter-
ISIS Train and Equip Fund” in this Act: Provided, That
such equipment may be transferred 15 days following writ-
ten notification to the congressional defense commattees.

SEcC. 8117. Of the amounts appropriated in this Act
under the heading “Operation and Maintenance, Defense-
Wide”, for the Defense Security Cooperation Agency,
$15,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 2025,
shall be for payments to reimburse key cooperating nations

SEC. 8123. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used with respect to Syria in contravention of
the War Powers Resolution (50 U.S.C. 1541 et seq.), includ-
g for the introduction of United States armed or military
Jorces into hostilities in Syria, into situations i Syria
where vmminent involvement in hostilities 1s clearly indi-
cated by the circumstances, or into Syrian territory, air-
space, or waters while equipped for combat, in contraven-
tion of the congressional consultation and reporting require-
ments of sections 3 and 4 of that law (50 U.S.C. 1542 and
1543).

SEC. 8124. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available by this or any other Act shall be obli-
gated or expended by the United States Government for a
purpose as follows:

SEc. 8126. Up to $500,000,000 of funds appropriated
by this Act for the Defense Security Cooperation Agency
wm “Operation and Maintenance, Defense-Wide” may be
used to provide assistance to the Government of Jordan to
support the armed forces of Jordan and to enhance security
along its borders.

SEc. 8127. The total amount appropriated or other-
wise made available in title II of this Act 1s hereby reduced
by $500,000,000 to limit excessive growth in the procure-

Funds made available by this or any other
Act to the Internal Revenue Service shall be available for
vmproved facilities and increased staffing to provide suffi-
cient and effective 1-800 help line service for taxpayers. The
Commassioner shall continue to make vmprovements to the
Internal Revenue Service 1-800 help line service a priority
and allocate resources necessary to enhance the response
time to taxpayer communications, particularly with regard
to victims of tax-related crimes.

SEc. 105. The Internal Revenue Service shall issue a

None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by the Internal Revenue Service to target
groups for requlatory scrutiny based on thewr ideological be-
liefs.

SEC. 108. None of funds made available by this Act
to the Internal Revenue Service shall be obligated or ex-
pended on conferences that do not adhere to the procedures,
verification processes, documentation requirements, and
policies issued by the Chief Financial Officer, Human Cap-
ital Office, and Agency-Wide Shared Services as a result
of the recommendations in the report published on May 31,
2013, by the Treasury Inspector General for Tax Adminis-
tration entitled “Review of the August 2010 Small Busi-
ness/Self-Employed  Division’s Conference in  Anaheim,
California™ (Reference Number 2013—-10-037).

SEC. 109. None of the funds made available in this
Act to the Internal Revenue Service may be obligated or

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(1) to make a payment to any employee under
a bonus, award, or recognition program; or

SEC. 120. Funds appropriated by this Act, or made

SEC. 540. Not to exceed 5 percent of any appropriation
made available for the current fiscal year for the Small
Business Administration in this Act may be transferred be-
tween such appropriations, but no such appropriation shall
be increased by more than 10 percent by any such transfers:

Provided further, That none of the funds provided in this
Act shall be used to consolidate or close small rural and
other small post offices: Provided further, That the Postal
Service may not destroy, and shall continue to offer for sale,
any copies of the Multinational Species Conservation Funds
Semipostal Stamp, as authorized under the Multinational
Species Conservation Funds Semipostal Stamp Act of 2010

(Public Law 111-241).
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OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL
SALARIES AND EXPENSES
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

For necessary expenses of the Office of Inspector Gen-
eral m carrying out the provisions of chapter 4 of title 5,
Unated States Code, $268,290,000, to be derived by transfer
from the Postal Service Fund and expended as authorized
by section 603(b)(3) of the Postal Accountability and En-
hancement Act (Public Law 109-435).

UNITED STATES TAX COURT
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses, including contract reporting
and other services as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 3109, and not
to exceed $3,000 for official reception and representation
expenses, $56,727,000, of which $1,000,000 shall remain
available until expended: Provided, That travel expenses of
the judges shall be paid wpon the written certificate of the
Judge.

TITLE VI
GENERAL PROVISIONS—THIS ACT
(INCLUDING RESCISSIONS OF FUNDS)

SEC. 601. None of the funds in this Act shall be used

Jor the planning or execution of any program to pay the

expenses of, or otherwise compensate, non-Federal parties
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mtervening in requlatory or adjudicatory proceedings fund-
ed in this Act.

SEC. 602. None of the funds appropriated in this Act
shall remain available for obligation beyond the current fis-
cal year, nor may any be transferred to other appropria-
tions, except for transfers made pursuant to the authority
wm section 3173(d) of title 40, United States Code, unless
expressly so provided herein.

SEC. 603. The expenditure of any appropriation under
this Act for any consulting service through procurement
contract pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 3109, shall be limated to those
contracts where such expenditures are a matter of public
record and available for public inspection, except where oth-
erwise provided under existing law, or under existing Fxec-
utive order issued pursuant to existing law.

SEC. 604. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be transferred to any department, agency, or in-
strumentality of the Unated States Government, except pur-
suant to a transfer made by, or transfer authority provided
w, this Act or any other appropriations Act.

SEC. 605. None of the funds made available by this
Act shall be available for any activity or for paying the
salary of any Government employee where funding an ac-
tiity or paying a salary to a Government employee would

result i a decision, determination, rule, requlation, or pol-
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wey that would prohibit the enforcement of section 307 of
the Tarff Act of 1930 (19 U.S.C. 1307).

SEC. 606. No funds appropriated pursuant to this Act
may be expended by an entity unless the entity agrees that
wm expending the assistance the entity will comply with
chapter 83 of title 41, Unated States Code.

SEC. 607. No funds appropriated or otherwise made
available under this Act shall be made available to any per-
son or entity that has been convicted of violating chapter
83 of title 41, United States Code.

SEC. 608. Except as otherwise provided in this Act,
none of the funds provided in this Act, provided by previous
appropriations Acts to the agencies or entities funded in
this Act that remain available for obligation or expenditure
m fiscal year 2024, or provided from any accounts in the
Treasury derived by the collection of fees and available to
the agencies funded by this Act, shall be available for obliga-
tion or expenditure through a reprogrammaing of funds that:
(1) creates a new program; (2) eliminates a program,
project, or activity; (3) increases funds or personnel for any
program, project, or activity for which funds have been de-
nied or restricted by the Congress; (4) proposes to use funds
directed for a specific activity by the Commaittee on Appro-
priations of either the House of Representatives or the Sen-

ate for a different purpose; (5) augments existing programs,
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projects, or activities in excess of $5,000,000 or 10 percent,
whichever 1is less; (6) reduces existing programs, projects,
or activities by $5,000,000 or 10 percent, whichever is less;
or (7) creates or reorganizes offices, programs, or activities
unless prior approval s received from the Committees on
Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the
Senate: Provided, That prior to any significant reorganiza-
tion, restructuring, relocation, or closing of offices, pro-
grams, or actwities, each agency or entity funded in this
Act shall consult with the Committees on Appropriations
of the House of Representatives and the Senate: Provided
Sfurther, That not later than 60 days after the date of enact-
ment of this Act, each agency funded by this Act shall sub-
mit a report to the Committees on Appropriations of the
House of Representatives and the Senate to establish the
baseline for application of reprogramming and transfer au-
thorities for the current fiscal year: Provided further, That
at a minimum the report shall include: (1) a table for each
appropriation, detailing both full-time employee equiva-
lents and budget authority, with separate columns to dis-
play the prior year enacted level, the President’s budget re-
quest, adjustments made by Congress, adjustments due to
enacted rescissions, if appropriate, and the fiscal year en-
acted level; (2) a delineation in the table for each appro-

priation and its respective prior year enacted level by object
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class and program, project, and activity as detailed in this
Act, in the accompanying report, or in the budget appendix
Jfor the respective appropriation, whichever is more detailed,
and which shall apply to all items for which a dollar
amount s specified and to all programs for which new
budget authority 1s provided, as well as to discretionary
grants and discretionary grant allocations; and (3) an
wdentification of items of special congressional interest: Pro-
vided further, That the amount appropriated or limited for
salaries and expenses for an agency shall be reduced by
$100,000 per day for each day after the requived date that
the report has not been submitted to the Congress.

SEC. 609. Except as otherwise specifically provided by
law, not to exceed 50 percent of unobligated balances re-
maining available at the end of fiscal year 2024 from ap-
propriations made available for salaries and expenses for
fiscal year 2024 in this Act, shall remain available through
September 30, 2025, for each such account for the purposes
authorized: Provided, That a request shall be submitted to
the Commattees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Senate for approval prior to the ex-
penditure of such funds: Provided further, That these re-
quests shall be made in compliance with reprogramming

guidelines.
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SEC. 610. (a) None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by the Executive Office of the President
to request—

(1) any official background investigation report
on any ndwidual from the Federal Bureaw of Inves-
tigation; or

(2) a determination with respect to the treatment
of an organization as described in section 501(c) of
the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 and exempt from
taxation under section 501(a) of such Code from the
Department of the Treasury or the Internal Revenue
Service.

(b) Subsection (a) shall not apply—

(1) wn the case of an official background inves-
tigation report, if such individual has given express
written consent for such request nmot more than 6
months prior to the date of such request and during
the same presidential administration; or

(2) if such request is required due to extraor-
dinary circumstances involving national security.
SEC. 611. The cost accounting standards promulgated

under chapter 15 of title 41, Unated States Code shall not
apply with respect to a contract under the Federal Employ-
ees Health Benefits Program established under chapter 89
of title 5, Unated States Code.
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SEC. 612. For the purpose of resolving litigation and
vmplementing any settlement agreements regarding the non-
Joreign area cost-of-living allowance program, the Office of
Personnel Management may accept and utilize (without re-
gard to any restriction on unanticipated travel expenses
vmposed i an appropriations Act) funds made available
to the Office of Personnel Management pursuant to court
approval.

SEC. 613. No funds appropriated by this Act shall be
available to pay for an abortion, or the administrative ex-
penses in connection with any health plan under the Fed-
eral employees health benefits program which provides any
benefits or coverage for abortions.

SEC. 614. The provision of section 613 shall not apply
where the life of the mother would be endangered if the fetus
were carried to term, or the pregnancy 1s the result of an
act of rape or incest.

SEC. 615. In order to promote Government access to
commercial information technology, the restriction on pur-
chasing nondomestic articles, materials, and supplies set
Jorth in chapter 83 of title 41, United States Code (popu-
larly known as the Buy American Act), shall not apply to
the acquisition by the Federal Government of information

technology (as defined in section 11101 of title 40, United
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States Code), that is a commercial item (as defined in sec-
tion 103 of title 41, United States Code).

SEC. 616. Notwithstanding section 1353 of title 31,
Unated States Code, no officer or employee of any requlatory
agency or commission funded by this Act may accept on
behalf of that agency, nor may such agency or commission
accept, payment or revmbursement from a non-Federal enti-
ty for travel, subsistence, or related expenses for the purpose
of enabling an officer or employee to attend and participate
m any meeting or svmilar function relating to the official
duties of the officer or employee when the entity offering
payment or revmbursement is a person or entity subject to
requlation by such agency or commaission, or represents a
person or entity subject to regulation by such agency or
commaission, unless the person or entity is an organization
described in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986 and exempt from tax under section 501(a) of such
Code.

SEC. 617. (a)(1) Notwithstanding any other provision
of law, an Executive agency covered by this Act otherwise
authorized to enter into contracts for either leases or the
construction or alteration of real property for office, meet-
ing, storage, or other space must consult with the General
Services Administration before issuing a solicitation for of-

Jers of mnew leases or construction contracts, and in the case
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of succeeding leases, before entering into negotiations with
the current lessor.

(2) Any such agency with authority to enter into an
emergency lease may do so during any period declared by
the President to requive emergency leasing authority with
respect to such agency.

(b) For purposes of this section, the term “Exrecutive
agency covered by this Act” means any Executive agency
provided funds by this Act, but does not include the General
Services Admainistration or the United States Postal Serv-
ice.

SEC. 618. (a) There are appropriated for the following
activities the amounts requived under current law:

(1) Compensation of the President (3 U.S.C.

102).

(2) Payments to—

(A) the Judicial Officers’ Retirement Fund
(28 U.S.C. 377(0));

(B) the Judicial Survivors’ Annuities Fund
(28 U.S.C. 376(c)); and

(C) the Unated States Court of Federal
Clavms Judges’ Retirement Fund (28 U.S.C.
178(1)).

(3) Payment of Government contributions—
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(A) with respect to the health benefits of re-

tired employees, as authorized by chapter 89 of

title 5, United States Code, and the Retired Fed-

eral Employees Health Benefits Act (74 Stat.

849); and

(B) with respect to the life insurance bene-

fits for employees retiring after December 31,

1989 (5 U.S.C. ch. 87).

(4) Payment to finance the unfunded lLiability of
new and increased annuity benefits under the Ciuvil
Service Retirement and Disability Fund (5 U.S.C.
8348).

(5) Payment of annuities authorized to be paid
from the Civil Service Retirement and Disability
Fund by statutory provisions other than subchapter
I of chapter 83 or chapter 84 of title 5, United
States Code.

(b) Nothing in this section may be construed to exempt
any amount appropriated by this section from any other-
wise applicable limitation on the use of funds contained in
this Act.

SEC. 619. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by the Federal Trade Commassion to com-
plete the draft report entitled “Interagency Working Group
on Food Marketed to Children: Preliminary Proposed Nu-
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tritton Principles to Guide Industry Self-Regulatory Ef-

Sorts” unless the Interagency Working Group on Food Mar-

keted to Chaldren complies with Executive Order No. 13563.

SEC. 620. (a) The head of each executive branch agency

Sfunded by this Act shall ensure that the Chief Information

Officer of the agency has the authority to participate in
decisions regarding the budget planning process related to
mformation technology.

(b) Amounts appropriated for any executive branch
agency funded by this Act that are available for informa-
tion technology shall be allocated within the agency, con-
sistent with the provisions of appropriations Acts and budg-
et guidelines and recommendations from the Director of the
Office of Management and Budget, in such manner as speci-
fied by, or approved by, the Chief Information Officer of
the agency in consultation with the Chief Financial Officer
of the agency and budget officials.

SEC. 621. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used in contravention of chapter 29, 31, or 33
of title 44, United States Code.

SEC. 622. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by a governmental entity to require the
disclosure by a provider of electronic communication service
to the public or remote computing service of the contents

of a wire or electronic communication that 1s in electronic
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storage with the provider (as such terms are defined in sec-
tions 2510 and 2711 of title 18, United States Code) in
a manner that violates the Fourth Amendment to the Con-
stitution of the United States.

SEC. 623. No funds provided in this Act shall be used
to deny an Inspector General funded under this Act timely
access to any records, documents, or other materials avail-
able to the department or agency over which that Inspector
General has responsibilities under chapter 4 of title 5,
Unated State Code, or to prevent or vmpede that Inspector
General’s access to such records, documents, or other mate-
rials, under any provision of law, except a provision of law
that expressly refers to the Inspector General and expressly
limats the Inspector General’s right of access. A department
or agency covered by this section shall provide its Inspector
General with access to all such records, documents, and
other materials in a timely manner. Each Inspector Gen-
eral shall ensure compliance with statutory limitations on
disclosure relevant to the information provided by the estab-
lishment over which that Inspector General has responsibil-
wties under chapter 4 of title 5, United State Code. Each
Inspector General covered by this section shall report to the
Commattees on Appropriations of the House of Representa-
tives and the Senate within 5 calendar days any farlures

to comply with thas requirement.
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SEC. 624. None of the funds appropriated by this Act

may be used by the Federal Communications Commission
to modify, amend, or change the rules or requlations of the
Commassion for universal service high-cost support for com-
petitive eligible telecommunications carriers in a way that
1s inconsistent with paragraph (e)(5) or (e)(6) of section
54.307 of title 47, Code of Federal Regulations, as in effect
on July 15, 2015: Provided, That this section shall not pro-
hibit the Commaission from considering, developing, or
adopting other support mechanisms as an alternative to
Mobility Fund Phase II: Provided further, That any such
alternative mechanism shall maintain existing high-cost
support to competitive eligible telecommunications carriers
until support under such mechanism commences.

SEC. 625. (a) None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to maintain or establish a computer net-
work unless such network blocks the viewing, downloading,
and exchanging of pornography.

(b) Nothing in subsection (a) shall limit the use of

Sfunds necessary for any Federal, State, Tribal, or local law

enforcement agency or any other entity carrying out crimi-
nal 1nvestigations, prosecution, adjudication activities, or
other law enforcement- or victim assistance-related activity.

SEC. 626. None of the funds appropriated or other-wise

made available by this Act may be used to pay award or

627. (a) None of the funds made available under
this Act may be used to pay for travel and conference activi-
ties that result in a total cost to an Executive branch de-
partment, agency, board or commission funded by this Act
of more than $500,000 at any single conference unless the
agency or entity determines that such attendance is in the
national interest and advance notice is transmaitted to the
Commattees on Appropriations of the House of Representa-
tives and the Senate that includes the basis of that deter-
maination.

(b) None of the funds made available under this Act
may be used to pay for the travel to or attendance of more
than 50 employees, who are stationed in the United States,
at any single conference occurring outside the United States
unless the agency or entity determines that such attendance

1s 1n the national interest and advance notice 1s trans-
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mitted to the Commattees on Appropriations of the House

of Representatives and the Senate that includes the basis
of that determination.

SEC. 628. None of the funds made available by this
Act may be used for first-class or business-class travel by
the employees of executive branch agencies funded by this
Act in contravention of sections 301—10.122 through 301—
10.125 of title 41, Code of Federal Regulations.

SEC. 629. In addition to any amounts appropriated
or otherwise made available for expenses related to enhance-
ments to www.oversight.gov and to further develop the data
analytics capabilities of the Pandemic Response Account-
ability Commattee to enhance transparency, and to prevent,
detect, and remediate waste, fraud and abuse in Federal
spending, $2,850,000, to remain available until expended,
of which $850,000 1is for enhancements to oversight.gov,
shall be provided for an additional amount for such pur-
poses to the Inspectors General Council Fund established
pursuant to section 11(c)(3)(B) of chapter 4 of title 5,
Unated States Code: Provided, That these amounts shall be
m addition to any amounts or any authority available to
the Council of the Inspectors General on Integrity and Effi-
ciency under section 424 of title 5, United States Code.

SEC. 630. None of the funds made available by this

Act may be obligated on contracts in excess of $5,000 for
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public relations, as that term is defined in Office and Man-
agement and Budget Circular A-87 (revised May 10, 2004),
unless advance notice of such an obligation is transmitted
to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Senate.

SEC. 631. Federal agencies funded under this Act shall
clearly state within the text, audio, or video used for adver-
tising or educational purposes, including emails or Internet
postings, that the communication s printed, published, or

produced and disseminated at U.S. taxpayer expense. The

Sfunds used by a Federal agency to carry out this require-

ment shall be derived from amounts made available to the
agency for advertising or other communications regarding
the programs and activities of the agency.

SEC. 632. When issuing statements, press releases, re-
quests for proposals, bid solicitations and other documents
describing projects or programs funded in whole or in part
with Federal money, all grantees recewving Federal funds
ncluded in this Act, shall clearly state—

(1) the percentage of the total costs of the pro-
gram or project which will be financed with Federal
money;

(2) the dollar amount of Federal funds for the

project or program; and
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(3) percentage and dollar amount of the total
costs of the project or program that will be financed
by non-governmental sources.

SEC. 633. None of the funds made available by this
Act shall be used by the Securities and Exchange Commis-
ston to finalize, issue, or vmplement any rule, requlation,
or order regarding the disclosure of political contributions,
contributions to tax exempt organizations, or dues paid to
trade associations.

SEC. 634. Not later than 45 days after the last day
of each quarter, each agency funded in this Act shall submit
to the Committees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Senate a quarterly budget report that
mcludes total obligations of the Agency for that quarter for
each appropriation, by the source year of the appropriation.

SEC. 635. Of the unobligated balances available in the
Department of the Treasury, Treasury Forfeiture Fund, es-
tablished by section 9703 of title 31, United States Code,
$387,500,000 shall be permanently rescinded not later than
September 30, 2024.

SEC. 636. Of the unobligated balances of amounts
made available under section 4010 of the American Rescue
Plan Act of 2021 (Public Law 117-2), $10,000,000 are

hereby rescinded.
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SEc. 637. Of the unobligated balances of amounts

SEC. 638. Of the unobligated balances of amounts
made available under section 3301(a)(2)(A) of the Amer-
tcan Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (Public Law 117-2),
$283,000,000 are hereby rescinded not later than September
30, 2024.

SEC. 639. Of the unobligated balances of amounts
made available under section 7402(c)(2)(A) of the American
Rescue  Plan  Act  of 2021 (Public Law 117-2),
$1,768,000,000 are hereby rescinded not later than Sep-
tember 30, 2024.

SEC. 640. Of the unobligated balances of amounts
made available under section 10301(1)(A)(w) of the Act to
provide for reconciliation pursuant to title II of S. Con.
Res.14 (Public Law 117-169, commonly referred to as the
“Inflation Reduction Act”), $10,200,000,000 are hereby re-

scinded.
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TITLE VII

GENERAL PROVISIONS—GOVERNMENT-WIDE
DEPARTMENTS, AGENCIES, AND CORPORATIONS
(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS)

SEC. 701. No department, agency, or instrumentality
of the United States receiving appropriated funds under
this or any other Act for fiscal year 2024 shall obligate or
expend any such funds, unless such department, agency, or
mstrumentality has i place, and will continue to admin-
wster an good faith, a written policy designed to ensure that
all of its workplaces are free from the illegal use, possession,
or distribution of controlled substances (as defined in the
Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. 802)) by the officers
and employees of such department, agency, or instrumen-
tality.

SEc. 702. Unless otherwise specifically provided, the
maximum amount allowable during the current fiscal year
wm accordance with section 1343(c) of title 31, United States
Code, for the purchase of any passenger motor vehicle (ex-
clusive of buses, ambulances, vans, law enforcement vehicles,
protective vehicles, undercover surveillance vehicles, and po-
lice-type vehicles), is hereby fixed at $40,000 except station
wagons for which the maximum shall be $41,140: Provided,
That these limits may be exceeded by not to exceed $7,775

Jor police-type vehicles: Provided further, That the limaits
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set forth wn this section may not be exceeded by more than
5 percent for electric or hybrid vehicles purchased for dem-
onstration under the provisions of the Electric and Hybrid
Vehicle Research, Development, and Demonstration Act of
1976: Provided further, That the limits set forth in this sec-
tion may be exceeded by the incremental cost of clean alter-
native fuels vehicles acquired pursuant to Public Law 101—
549 over the cost of comparable conventionally fueled vehi-
cles: Provided further, That the limits set forth in this sec-
tion shall not apply to any vehicle that 1s a commercial
item and which operates on alternative fuel, including but
not limated to electric, plug-in hybrid electric, and hydrogen
Juel cell vehicles.

SEC. 703. Appropriations of the executive departments
and independent establishments for the current fiscal year
avarlable for expenses of travel, or for the expenses of the
activity concerned, are hereby made available for quarters
allowances and cost-of-living allowances, in accordance
with 5 U.S.C. 5922-5924.

SEC. 704. Unless otherwise specified in law during the
current fiscal year, no part of any appropriation contained
wm this or any other Act shall be used to pay the compensa-
tion of any officer or employee of the Government of the
Unated States (including any agency the majority of the
stock of which is owned by the Government of the Unaited
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States) whose post of duty is in the continental United
States unless such person: (1) is a citizen of the United
States; (2) is a person who is lawfully admatted for perma-
nent residence and 1s seeking citizenship as outlined in 8
U.S.C. 1324b(a)(3)(B); (3) ts a person who s admatted as
a refugee under 8 U.S.C. 1157 or 1s granted asylum under
8 U.S.C. 1158 and has filed a declaration of intention to
become a lawful permanent resident and then a citizen
when eligible; or (4) is a person who owes allegiance to the
Unated States: Provided, That for purposes of this section,
affidavits signed by any such person shall be considered
prima facie evidence that the requirements of this section
with respect to his or her status are being complied with:
Provided further, That for purposes of paragraphs (2) and
(3) such affidavits shall be submitted prior to employment
and updated thereafter as necessary: Provided further, That
any person making a false affidavit shall be guilty of a
felony, and upon conviction, shall be fined no more than
$4,000 or imprisoned for not more than 1 year, or both:
Provided further, That the above penal clause shall be in
addition to, and not in substitution for, any other provi-
stons of existing law: Provided further, That any payment
made to any officer or employee contrary to the provisions
of thas section shall be recoverable in action by the Federal

Government: Provided further, That this section shall not
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apply to any person who is an officer or employee of the
Government of the United States on the date of enactment
of this Act, or to international broadcasters employed by
the Broadcasting Board of Governors, or to temporary em-
ployment of translators, or to temporary employment in the
field service (not to exceed 60 days) as a result of emer-
gencies: Provided further, That this section does not apply
to the employment as Wildland firefighters for not more
than 120 days of nonresident aliens employed by the De-
partment of the Interior or the USDA Forest Service pursu-
ant to an agreement with another country.

SEC. 705. Appropriations available to any department
or agency during the current fiscal year for necessary ex-
penses, including maintenance or operating expenses, shall
also be available for payment to the General Services Ad-
mainmistration for charges for space and services and those
expenses of renovation and alteration of buildings and fa-
cilities which constitute public improvements performed in
accordance with the Public Buildings Act of 1959 (73 Stat.
479), the Public Buildings Amendments of 1972 (86 Stat.
216), or other applicable law.

SEcC. 706. In addition to funds provided in this or any
other Act, all Federal agencies are authorized to receive and
use funds resulting from the sale of materials, including

Federal records disposed of pursuant to a records schedule
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recovered through recycling or waste prevention programs.
Such funds shall be available until expended for the fol-
lowing purposes:

(1) Acquisition, waste reduction and prevention,
and recycling programs as described in Executive
Order No. 14057 (December 8, 2021), including any
such programs adopted prior to the effective date of
the Executive order.

(2) Other Federal agency environmental manage-
ment programs, including, but not limited to, the de-
velopment and vmplementation of hazardous waste
management and pollution prevention programs.

(3) Other employee programs as authorized by
law or as deemed appropriate by the head of the Fed-
eral agency.

SEc. 707. Funds made available by this or any other
Act for administrative expenses in the current fiscal year
of the corporations and agencies subject to chapter 91 of
title 31, United States Code, shall be available, in addition
to objects for which such funds are otherwise available, for
rent in the District of Columbia; services in accordance
with 5 U.S.C. 3109; and the objects specified under this
head, all the provisions of which shall be applicable to the
expenditure of such funds unless otherwise specified in the

Act by which they are made available: Provided, That in
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the event any functions budgeted as administrative expenses
are subsequently transferred to or paid from other funds,
the lLimitations on administrative expenses shall be cor-
respondingly reduced.

SEC. 708. No part of any appropriation contained in
this or any other Act shall be available for interagency fi-
nancing of boards (except Federal Executive Boards), com-
missions, councils, commattees, or similar groups (whether
or not they are interagency entities) which do not have a
prior and specific statutory approval to receive financial
support from more than one agency or instrumentality.

SEC. 709. None of the funds made available pursuant
to the provisions of this or any other Act shall be used to
vmplement, admanister, or enforce any requlation which has
been disapproved pursuant to a joint resolution duly adopt-
ed wn accordance with the applicable law of the United
States.

SEC. 710. During the period in which the head of any
department or agency, or any other officer or ciwilian em-
ployee of the Federal Government appointed by the Presi-
dent of the Unated States, holds office, no funds may be obli-
gated or expended in excess of $5,000 to furnish or redeco-
rate the office of such department head, agency head, officer,
or employee, or to purchase furniture or make improve-

ments for any such office, unless advance notice of such fur-
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nishing or redecoration 1is transmitted to the Committees
on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the
Senate. For the purposes of this section, the term “office”
shall include the entire suite of offices assigned to the indi-
vidual, as well as any other space used primarily by the
dwidual or the use of which s divectly controlled by the
mdwidual.

SEc. 711. Notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 1346, or section
708 of this Act, funds made available for the current fiscal
year by this or any other Act shall be available for the inter-
agency funding of national security and emergency pre-
paredness telecommunications initiatives which benefit
multiple Federal departments, agencies, or entities, as pro-
vided by Executive Order No. 13618 (July 6, 2012).

SEC. 712. (a) None of the funds made available by this
or any other Act may be obligated or expended by any de-
partment, agency, or other instrumentality of the Federal
Government to pay the salaries or expenses of any indi-
vidual appomted to a position of a confidential or policy-
determining character that is excepted from the competitive
service under section 3302 of title 5, Unated States Code,
(pursuant to schedule C of subpart C of part 213 of title
5 of the Code of Federal Regulations) unless the head of
the applicable department, agency, or other instrumentality

employing such schedule C individual certifies to the Direc-

(b) The provisions of this section shall not apply to
Federal employees or members of the armed forces detailed
to or from an element of the intelligence community (as
that term s defined under section 3(4) of the National Secu-
rity Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3003(4))).

SEc. 713. No part of any appropriation contained in
this or any other Act shall be available for the payment
of the salary of any officer or employee of the Federal Gov-
ernment, who—

(1) prohibits or prevents, or attempts or threat-
ens to prohibit or prevent, any other officer or em-
ployee of the Federal Government from having any
direct oral or written communication or contact with
any Member, committee, or subcommittee of the Con-
gress i connection with any matter pertaining to the
employment of such other officer or employee or per-
taining to the department or agency of such other of-
Jicer or employee . any way, irrespective of whether
such communication or contact is at the imitiative of

such other officer or employee or in response to the re-
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quest or inquiry of such Member, committee, or sub-
commattee; or

(2) removes, suspends from duty without pay,
demotes, reduces in rank, seniority, status, pay, or
performance or efficiency rating, denies promotion to,
relocates, reassigns, transfers, disciplines, or discrimi-
nates i regard to any employment right, entitlement,
or benefit, or any term or condition of employment of,
any other officer or employee of the Federal Govern-

ment, or attempts or threatens to commait any of the

Joregoing actions with respect to such other officer or

employee, by reason of any communication or contact
of such other officer or employee with any Member,
committee, or subcommittee of the Congress as de-
seribed in paragraph (1).

SEcC. 714. (a) None of the funds made available in this

or any other Act may be obligated or expended for any em-

ployee training that—

(1) does not meet rdentified needs for knowledge,
skills, and abilities bearing directly upon the perform-
ance of official duties;

(2) contains elements likely to induce high levels
of emotional response or psychological stress in some

participants;
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(3) does not require prior employee notification
of the content and methods to be used in the training
and written end of course evaluation;

(4) contarns any methods or content associated
with religious or quasi-religious belief systems or
“new age’ belief systems as defined in Equal Employ-
ment  Opportunity  Commission Notice N-915.022,
dated September 2, 1988; or

(5) 1s offensive to, or designed to change, partici-
pants’ personal values or lifestyle outside the work-
place.

(b) Nothing in this section shall prohibit, restrict, or
otherwise preclude an agency from conducting trarning
bearing directly wpon the performance of official duties.

SEC. 715. No part of any funds appropriated in this
or any other Act shall be used by an agency of the executive
branch, other than for normal and recognized executive-leg-
wslatwe relationships, for publicity or propaganda pur-
poses, and for the preparation, distribution or use of any
kat, pamphlet, booklet, publication, radio, television, or film
presentation designed to support or defeat legislation pend-
g before the Congress, except in presentation to the Con-
gress itself.

SEC. 716. None of the funds appropriated by this or

any other Act may be used by an agency to provide a Fed-
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eral employee’s home address to any labor organization ex-
cept when the employee has authorized such disclosure or
when such disclosure has been ordered by a court of com-
petent jurisdiction.

SEC. 717. None of the funds made available in this
or any other Act may be used to provide any non-public
mformation such as mailing, telephone, or electronic mail-
g lists to any person or any organization outside of the
Federal Government without the approval of the Commit-
tees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and
the Senate.

SEC. 718. No part of any appropriation contained in
this or any other Act shall be used directly or indirectly,
mcluding by private contractor, for publicity or propa-
ganda purposes within the United States not heretofore au-
thorized by Congress.

SEC. 719. (a) In this section, the term “agency”—

(1) means an Executive agency, as defined under

5 URS.C. 105; and

(2) includes a military department, as defined
under section 102 of such title and the United States

Postal Service.

(b) Unless authorized in accordance with law or regu-
lations to use such time for other purposes, an employee

of an agency shall use official time in an honest effort to
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perform official duties. An employee not under a leave sys-
tem, including a Presidential appointee exempted under 5
U.S.C. 6301(2), has an obligation to expend an honest effort
and a reasonable proportion of such employee’s time in the
performance of official duties.

SEcC. 720. Notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 1346 and section
708 of this Act, funds made available for the current fiscal
year by this or any other Act to any department or agency,
which 1is a member of the Federal Accounting Standards
Advisory Board (FASAB), shall be available to finance an
appropriate share of FASAB administrative costs.

SEc. 721. Notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 1346 and section
708 of this Act, the head of each Executive department and
agency 18 hereby authorized to transfer to or reimburse
“General Services Admainistration, Government-wide Pol-
vey”” with the approval of the Director of the Office of Man-
agement and Budget, funds made available for the current
fiscal year by this or any other Act, including rebates from
charge card and other contracts: Provided, That these funds
shall be admanistered by the Administrator of General Serv-
wees to support Government-wide and other multi-agency fi-
nancial, information technology, procurement, and other
management innovations, wnitiatives, and activities, in-
cluding vmproving coordination and reducing duplication,

as approved by the Director of the Office of Management
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and Budget, in consultation with the appropriate inter-
agency and multi-agency groups designated by the Director
(including the President’s Management Council for overall
management improvement initiatives, the Chief Financial
Officers Council for financial management initiatives, the
Chief Information Officers Council for information tech-
nology nitiatives, the Chief Human Capital Officers Coun-
cil for human capital initiatives, the Chief Acquisition Offi-
cers Council for procurement initiatives, and the Perform-
ance Improvement Council for performance vmprovement
wmitwatives): Provided further, That the total funds trans-
Sferred or reimbursed shall not exceed $15,000,000 to im-
prove coordination, reduce duplication, and for other ac-
tivities related to Federal Government Priority Goals estab-
lished by 31 U.S.C. 1120, and not to exceed $17,000,000
Jfor Government-wide innovations, initiatives, and activi-
ties: Provided further, That the funds transferrved to or for
reimbursement of “General Services Administration, Gov-
ernment-Wide Policy” during fiscal year 2024 shall remain
available for obligation through September 30, 2025: Pro-
vided further, That not later than 90 days after enactment
of this Act, the Director of the Office of Management and
Budget, in consultation with the Administrator of General
Services, shall submait to the Committees on Appropriations

of the House of Representatives and the Senate, the Com-
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mittee on Homeland Security and Governmental Affairs of
the Senate, and the Committee on Oversight and Account-
ability of the House of Representatives a detailed spend

plan for the funds to be transferred or reimbursed: Provided

Sfurther, That the spend plan shall, at a minimum, include:

(1) the amounts currently in the funds authorized under this
section and the estimate of amounts to be transferred or
revmbursed in fiscal year 2024; (1) a detailed breakdown
of the purposes for all funds estimated to be transferred or
revmbursed pursuant to this section (including total number
of personmel and costs for all staff whose salaries are pro-
vided for by this section); (i11) where applicable, a descrip-
tion of the funds intended for use by or for the benefit of
each executive council; and (iv) where applicable, a descrip-
tion of the funds intended for use by or for the implementa-
tion of specific laws passed by Congress: Provided further,
That no transfers or revmbursements may be made pursu-
ant to thas section until 15 days following notification of
the Commattees on Appropriations of the House of Rep-
resentatives and the Senate by the Director of the Office
of Management and Budget.

SEc. 722. Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
a woman may breastfeed her child at any location i a

Federal building or on Federal property, if the woman and

SEc. 723. Notwithstanding 31 U.S.C. 1346, or section

similar efforts to carry out the purposes of the National
Science and Technology Council (authorized by Executive
Order No. 12881), which benefit multiple Federal depart-
ments, agencies, or entities: Provided, That the Office of
Management and Budget shall provide a report describing
the budget of and resources commected with the National
Science and Technology Council to the Commattees on Ap-
propriations of the House of Representatives and the Sen-
ate, the House Commattee on Science, Space, and Tech-
nology, and the Senate Committee on Commerce, Science,
and Transportation 90 days after enactment of this Act.

SEC. 724. Any request for proposals, solicitation, grant

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SEc. 725. (a) PROHIBITION OF FEDERAL AGENCY
MONITORING OF INDIVIDUALS INTERNET USE.—None of
the funds made available in this or any other Act may be

used by any Federal agency—
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(1) to collect, review, or create any aggregation
of data, deriwed from any means, that includes any
personally identifiable information relating to an in-
dividual’s access to or use of any Federal Government
Internet site of the agency; or

(2) to enter into any agreement with a third
party (including another government agency) to col-
lect, review, or obtain any aggregation of data, de-
rwed from any means, that includes any personally
wdentifiable information relating to an individual’s
access to or use of any nongovernmental Internet site.

(b) ExCEPTIONS.—The limitations established in sub-

section (a) shall not apply to—

(1) any record of aggregate data that does not
wdentify particular persons;

(2) any voluntary submission of personally iden-
tifiable information;

(3) any action taken for law enforcement, regu-
latory, or supervisory purposes, in accordance with

applicable law; or
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(4) any action described in subsection (a)(1) that
18 a system security action taken by the operator of
an Internet site and 1is necessarily incident to pro-
viding the Internet site services or to protecting the
rights or property of the provider of the Internet site.
(¢) DEFINITIONS.—For the purposes of this section:

(1) The term “regulatory” means agency actions
to 1mplement, interpret or enforce authorities pro-
vided i law.

(2) The term “supervisory” means examinations
of the agency’s supervised institutions, including as-
sessing safety and soundness, overall financial condi-
tion, management practices and policies and compli-
ance with applicable standards as provided in law.

SEC. 726. (a) None of the funds appropriated by this

Act may be used to enter into or renew a contract which
mcludes a provision providing prescription drug coverage,
except where the contract also includes a provision for con-

traceptive coverage.

(b) Nothing in this section shall apply to a contract

with—

(1) any of the following religious plans:
(A) Personal Care’s HMO; and
(B) OSF HealthPlans, Inc.; and
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(2) any existing or future plan, if the carrier for
the plan objects to such coverage on the basis of reli-
grous beliefs.

(c) In implementing this section, any plan that enters
mnto or renews a contract under this section may not subject
any indiwidual to discrimination on the basis that the indi-
vidual refuses to prescribe or otherwise provide for contra-
ceptives because such activities would be contrary to the in-
dvvidual’s religious beliefs or moral convictions.

(d) Nothing in this section shall be construed to require
coverage of abortion or abortion-related services.

SEcC. 727. The United States is committed to ensuring
the health of its Olympic, Pan American, and Paralympic
athletes, and supports the strict adherence to anti-doping
m sport through testing, adjudication, education, and re-
search as performed by nationally recognized oversight au-
thorities.

SEC. 728. Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
Junds appropriated for official travel to Federal depart-
ments and agencies may be used by such departments and
agencies, if consistent with Office of Management and
Budget Ciorcular A—126 regarding official travel for Govern-
ment personnel, to participate in the fractional aireraft

ownership pilot program.
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SEc. 729. Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
none of the funds appropriated or made available under
this or any other appropriations Act may be used to vmple-
ment or enforce restrictions or limatations on the Coast
Guard Congressional Fellowship Program, or to implement
the proposed regulations of the Office of Personnel Manage-
ment to add sections 300.311 through 300.316 to part 300
of title 5 of the Code of Federal Regulations, published in
the Federal Register, volume 68, number 174, on September
9, 2003 (relating to the detail of executive branch employees
to the legislative branch).

SEc. 730. Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
no executive branch agency shall purchase, construct, or
lease any additional facilities, except within or contiguous
to existing locations, to be used for the purpose of con-
ducting Federal law enforcement training without the ad-
vance approval of the Committees on Appropriations of the
House of Representatives and the Senate, except that the
Federal Law Enforcement Training Centers is authorized
to obtain the temporary use of additional facilities by lease,
contract, or other agreement for training which cannot be
accommodated in existing Centers facilities.

SEc. 731. Unless otherwise authorized by existing law,
none of the funds provided in this or any other Act may

be used by an executive branch agency to produce any pre-
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packaged news story intended for broadcast or distribution
i the Unated States, unless the story includes a clear notifi-
cation within the text or audio of the prepackaged news

story that the prepackaged news story was prepared or

Junded by that executive branch agency.

SEC. 732. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used in contravention of section 552a of title
5, United States Code (popularly known as the Privacy
Act), and regulations implementing that section.

SEc. 733. (a) IN GENERAL.—None of the funds appro-
priated or otherwise made available by this or any other
Act may be used for any Federal Government contract with
any forewgn incorporated entity which 1s treated as an in-
verted domestic corporation under section 835(b) of the
Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 395(D)) or any
subsidiary of such an entity.

(b) WAIVERS.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—Any Secretary shall waive
subsection (a) with respect to any Federal Govern-
ment contract under the authority of such Secretary
if the Secretary determines that the waiver is required
wn the interest of national security.

(2) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Any Secretary
issuing a waiver under paragraph (1) shall report

such issuance to Congress.
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(¢c) EXCEPTION.—This section shall not apply to any

Federal Government contract entered into before the date
of the enactment of this Act, or to any task order issued
pursuant to such contract.

SEC. 734. During fiscal year 2024, for each employee
who—

(1) wretires under section  8336(d)(2) or
8414(b)(1)(B) of title 5, Unated States Code; or

(2) retires under any other provision of sub-
chapter III of chapter 83 or chapter 84 of such title

5 and recewves a payment as an incentive to separate,

the separating agency shall remat to the Civil Service

Retirement and Disability Fund an amount equal to

the Office of Personnel Management’s average unit

cost of processing a retirement claim for the preceding
fiscal year. Such amounts shall be available until ex-
pended to the Office of Personnel Management and
shall be deemed to be an administrative expense
under section 8348(a)(1)(B) of title 5, Unated States

Code.

SEC. 735. (a) None of the funds made available in this
or any other Act may be used to recommend or require any
entity submatting an offer for a Federal contract to disclose
any of the following information as a condition of submit-

ting the offer:

SEC. 804. None of the Federal funds provided in this

(3) at the discretion of the Director of the De-

partment of Corrections, an officer or employee of the
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District of Columbia Department of Corrections who
resides in the District of Columbia and s on call 24
hours a day;

(4) at the discretion of the Chief Medical Exam-
wer, an officer or employee of the Office of the Chief
Medical Examiner who resides in the District of Co-
lumbia and is on call 24 hours a day;

(5) at the discretion of the Director of the Home-
land Security and Ewmergency Management Agency,
an officer or employee of the Homeland Security and
Emergency Management Agency who resides in the
District of Columbia and s on call 24 hours a day;

(6) the Mayor of the District of Columbia; and

(7) the Chairman of the Council of the District
of Columbia.

SEC. 806. (a) None of the Federal funds contained in

this Act may be used by the District of Columbia Attorney
General or any other officer or entity of the District govern-
ment to provide assistance for any petition drive or civil
action which seeks to require Congress to provide for voting

representation mn Congress for the District of Columbia.

(b) Nothing in this section bars the District of Colum-

bia Attorney General from reviewing or commenting on
briefs in private lawsuits, or from consulting with officials

of the District government regarding such lawsuits.
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SEC. 807. None of the Federal funds contained in this
Act may be used to distribute any needle or syringe for the
purpose of preventing the spread of blood borne pathogens
m any location that has been determined by the local public
health or local law enforcement authorities to be imappro-
priate for such distribution.

SEC. 808. Nothing in this Act may be construed to pre-
vent the Council or Mayor of the District of Columbia from
addressing the issue of the provision of contraceptive cov-
erage by health insurance plans, but it is the intent of Con-
gress that any legislation enacted on such issue should in-
clude a “‘conscience clause” which provides exceptions for
religious beliefs and moral convictions.

(b) No funds available for obligation or expenditure
by the District of Columbia government under any author-
ity may be used to enact any law, rule, or requlation to
legalize or otherwise reduce penalties associated with the

possession, use, or distribution of any schedule I substance
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under the Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. 801 et seq.)
or any tetrahydrocannabinols deriwative for recreational
purposes.

SEC. 810. No funds available for obligation or expendi-
ture by the District of Columbia government under any au-
thority shall be expended for any abortion except where the
life of the mother would be endangered if the fetus were car-
ried to term or where the pregnancy 1is the result of an act
of rape or incest.

SEc. 811. (a) No later than 30 calendar days after
the date of the enactment of this Act, the Chief Financial
Officer for the District of Columbia shall submit to the ap-
propriate committees of Congress, the Mayor, and the Coun-
cil of the District of Columbia, a revised appropriated funds
operating budget in the format of the budget that the Dis-
trict of Columbia government submitted pursuant to section
442 of the District of Columbia Home Rule Act (D.C. Offi-
cial Code, sec. 1-204.42), for all agencies of the District of
Columbia government for fiscal year 2024 that is in the
total amount of the approved appropriation and that re-
aligns all budgeted data for personal services and other-
than-personal services, respectively, with anticipated actual
expenditures.

(b) This section shall apply only to an agency for
whach the Chief Financial Officer for the District of Colum-
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bia certifies that a reallocation 1s required to address unan-
ticipated changes in program requirements.

SEC. 812. No later than 30 calendar days after the
date of the enactment of this Act, the Chief Financial Offi-
cer for the District of Columbia shall submat to the appro-
priate committees of Congress, the Mayor, and the Council
for the District of Columbia, a revised appropriated funds
operating budget for the District of Columbia Public
Schools that aligns schools budgets to actual enrollment.

SEC. 813. (a) Amounts appropriated in this Act as
operating funds may be transferred to the District of Co-
lumbia’s enterprise and capital funds and such amounts,
once transferred, shall retain appropriation authority con-
sistent with the provisions of this Act.

Exceptl as otherwise specifically provided by
law or under this Act, not to exceed 50 percent of unobli-
gated balances remaining available at the end of fiscal year
2024 from appropriations of Federal funds made available
Jor salaries and expenses for fiscal year 2024 in this Act,
shall remain available through September 30, 2025, for each
such account for the purposes authorized: Provided, That
a request shall be submatted to the Committees on Appro-
priations of the House of Representatives and the Senate
Jor approval prior to the expenditure of such funds: Pro-
vided further, That these requests shall be made in compli-
ance with reprogramming guidelines outlined in section
803 of this Act.

SEc. 816. (a)(1) During fiscal year 2025, during a
period in which neither a District of Columbia continuing
resolution or a reqular District of Columbia appropriation

Dill 1s i effect, local funds are appropriated in the amount
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provided for any project or activity for which local funds
are provided in the Act referred to in paragraph (2) (subject
to any modifications enacted by the District of Columbia
as of the beginning of the period during which this sub-
section 1s i effect) at the rate set forth by such Act.

(2) The Act referred to in this paragraph is the Act
of the Council of the District of Columbia pursuant to which
a proposed budget is approved for fiscal year 2025 which
(subject to the requirements of the District of Columbia
Home Rule Act) will constitute the local portion of the an-
nual budget for the District of Columbia government for
fiscal year 2025 for purposes of section 446 of the District
of Columbia Home Rule Act (sec. 1-204.46, D.C. Official
Code).

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ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS

SEc. 101. (a) The Secretary of Homeland Security

Jfive years, the current year, and the budget year;

(D) a breakout of the estimate by appro-
priation account or other funding source; and

(E) a description of and rationale for any
changes to the estimate as compared to the pre-
viously approved baseline, as applicable, and
during the prior fiscal year;

(6) a summary of the findings of any inde-
pendent verification and validation of the items to be
acquired or an explanation for why no such
verification and validation has been performed;

(7) a table displaying the obligation of all pro-
gram funds by prior fiscal year, the estimated obliga-
tion of funds for the current fiscal year, and an esti-
mate for the planned carryover of funds into the sub-
sequent fiscal year;

For necessary expenses of the Countering Weapons of
Mass Destruction  Office  for operations and support,
$163,280,000, of which $69,364,000 shall remain available
until September 30, 2025: Provided, That not to exceed
$2,250 shall be for official reception and representation ex-
penses.

PROCUREMENT, CONSTRUCTION, AND IMPROVEMENTS

For necessary expenses of the Countering Weapons of
Mass Destruction Office for procurement, construction, and
vmprovements, $42,338,000, to remain available until Sep-

tember 30, 2026.
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RESEARCH AND DEVELOPMENT

For necessary expenses of the Countering Weapons of
Mass Destruction Office for research and development,
$60,938,000, to remain available until September 30, 2026.

FEDERAL ASSISTANCE

For necessary expenses of the Countering Weapons of
Mass Destruction Office for Federal assistance through
grants, contracts, cooperative agreements, and other activi-
ties, $142,885,000, to remain available until September 30,
2026.

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS

SEC. 401. (a) Notwithstanding any other provision of
law, funds otherwise made available to U.S. Citizenship
and Immigration Services may be used to acquire, operate,
equip, and dispose of up to 5 vehicles, for replacement only,
for areas where the Administrator of General Services does
not provide vehicles for lease.

(b) The Director of U.S. Citizenship and Immigration
Services may authorize employees who are assigned to those
areas to use such vehicles to travel between the employees’
residences and places of employment.

SEC. 402. None of the funds appropriated by this Act

Notwithstanding any other provision of law,
any Federal funds made available to U.S. Citizenship and
Immigration Services may be used for the collection and
use of brometrics taken at a U.S. Citizenship and Immigra-
tion Services Application Support Center that is overseen
virtually by U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services
personnel using appropriate technology.

SEc. 404. The Director of the Federal Law Enforce-
ment Training Centers is authorized to distribute funds to
Federal law enforcement agencies for expenses incurred par-
ticipating in travming accreditation.

SEC. 405. The Federal Law Enforcement Training Ac-
creditation Board, including representatives from the Fed-
eral law enforcement community and non-Federal accredi-
tation experts involved in law enforcement training, shall
lead the Federal law enforcement traiming accreditation
process to continue the implementation of measuring and
assessing the quality and effectiveness of Federal law en-

Jforcement training programs, facilities, and instructors.
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SEc. 406. (a) The Director of the Federal Law En-
Jorcement Training Centers may accept transfers to its
“Procurement, Construction, and Improvements” account
from Government agencies requesting the construction of

SEC. 514. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used for planning, testing, piloting, or devel-
oping a national wdentification card.

SEC. 515. Any official that is required by this Act to
report or to certify to the Commattees on Appropriations
of the House of Representatives and the Senate may not
delegate such authority to perform that act unless specifi-
cally authorized herein.

SEC. 516. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used for first-class travel by the employees of
agencies funded by this Act in contravention of sections

Regulations.

(b) Nothing wn subsection (a) shall limit the use of
SJunds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, territorial,
or local law enforcement agency or any other entity car-
rying out eriminal investigations, prosecution, or adjudica-
tion activities.

SEC. 520. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used by a Federal law enforcement officer to
Jacilitate the tramsfer of an operable firearm to an indi-
vidual if the Federal law enforcement officer knows or sus-
pects that the indwidual s an agent of a drug cartel unless
law enforcement personnel of the United States continu-
ously monitor or control the firearm at all tvmes.

521. (a) None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to pay for the travel to or attendance of

more than 50 employees of a single component of the De-

conference” shall mean a conference occurring outside of the
Unated States attended by representatives of the Unated
States Government and of foreign governments, inter-
national organizations, or nongovernmental organizations.

(¢) The total cost to the Department of Homeland Se-
curity of any such conference shall not exceed $500,000.

(d) Employees who attend a conference virtually with-
out travel away from their permanent duty station within
the Unated States shall not be counted for purposes of this
section, and the prohibition contained in this section shall
not apply to payments for the costs of attendance for such
employees.

SEC. 522. None of the funds made available in this
Act may be used to reimburse any Federal department or
agency for its participation in a National Special Security

FEvent.
